Total number of “chop shops” and or “rings” for LoJack system Southern California = 247

HIGHLIGHT ACTIVITIES FOR THE MONTH OF January 2006: 

LoJack of LOS ANGELES COUNTY: On 12-31-05, Flight Officers from El Monte PD in Air-44 picked up the silent signal of a stolen 1998 Honda Civic while in the area of Arrow Hyw and Azusa Canyon Rd.  They notified ground units from Irwindale PD, Azusa and Glendora.  The units were directed to the 1600 block of Rimhurst where they pinpointed the silent signal as coming from the rear of a residence.  Several units with ground tracking equipment along with TRAP officers confirmed the signal as coming from the rear yard or garage. Based on this information and the prior knowledge that the resident had previous convictions of vehicle theft, a “night time search warrant was approved. The search warrant was served at 0240 hrs on January 1, 2006. Happy New Year, another Chop Shop discovered at this location. The stolen vehicle was located inside the garage and had been surgically stripped. TRAP Detectives assisted by the ground units recovered all of the parts of the stolen Honda except the tires and wheels.  A male and female residing at the location were arrested and taken to the Glendora PD for further investigation. After questioning, the female was released and the male was booked for chop shop violations and receiving stolen property. Case will be presented to the LADA for filing. This incident is “Chop Shop” # 245 for LoJack system in So California. 


On 1-12-06, within minutes of the LoJack system activating, officers flying the Long Beach PD’s Air Unit, picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2006 GMC Yukon. Other Long Beach PD ground units were directed to the vehicle’s location in the area of 70th Street and Atlantic Blvd. The officers detained the male driver until detectives from the South Bay TRAP unit arrived. The detectives questioned the driver and the information then led to the identification of the suspect who had bought the vehicle utilizing false identification. The detectives recovered the 2006 Yukon/Denali, a 2004 Cadillac CTS and a 2003 Mercedes. All three vehicles were valued at over $136,000. The primary suspect was not at the location but the detectives have obtained an arrest warrant for her.  The problem of false applications for purchased vehicle is another reason to have LoJack pre-installed at dealerships. Detectives have classified this incident as a theft ring. (#246 for LoJack system So Calif.)


On 1-17-05, a car dealer was the victim of a fraudulent buyer’s application. When the information was returned as false, the dealer notified police.  Within an hour of the LoJack system activating, officers from the Covina PD had picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2005 Jaguar XKR. The officers had tracked the signal to a garage in the 600 block of Workman Lane. The officers notified detectives from the South Bay TRAP Unit who responded to the location. The detectives conducted an investigation and were able to identify the suspect who had committed the crime, in addition they recovered the stolen 2005 Jaguar along with a 2004 Ford Harley Davidson pick up and a 2006 Mercedes E-500. The value of all three vehicles is approximately $175,000. The suspect has an outstanding Federal Warrant for his arrest and detectives are obtaining a warrant for the 487 PC (GTA). This is another reason for pre-installs at dealers. Detectives have classified this incident as a theft ring. (#247 for So Cal operations.)
LoJack of SAN BERNARDINO: On 01-24-06, Ontario Police Department patrol officers picked up the silent signal from the stolen 1995 Ford Ranger on their on-board LOJACK tracking computer during routine patrol duties. The officers tracked the stolen vehicle while broadcasting the information to other ground units in the area, and requesting the air unit. “Air 10” responded to the location and picked up the signal in the area of Grove and the 60 freeway. The flight officers observed the stolen vehicle and directed the ground units to the 1200 block of East Francis Street. The officers conducted a felony traffic stop and took the suspect into custody for 10851 (a) VC (DWOC) and 496 (RSP) without further incident.  Detectives from the Ontario Police Department are handling this investigation.

LoJack of SAN DIEGO COUNTY: On 01-01-06, a San Diego County Sheriffs’ Deputy assigned to the Imperial Beach Station was in the Bonita area when he picked up the silent code of the stolen 1994 Honda Accord. He, assisted by other deputies, tracked the signal to the 5100 block of Cedar wood Rd. Although the vehicle could not be seen, there were several garages on the site. After narrowing the signal down to a particular garage, the owner of the garage was located and willingly opened the garage door to reveal the stolen car. The garage owner stated that some friends of hers had brought the car to be stored in her garage while they went to Mexico. That was not consistent with other information and she was arrested for possession of a stolen vehicle. The suspect was booked and the vehicle was recovered without sustaining any damage. 

LoJack of ORANGE COUNTY: On 1-24-06, minutes after the initial entry of the stolen information, Los Angeles County Sheriff Aero Bureau notified La Habra PD over their frequency that they had picked up the silent LoJack code of a stolen 2001 Ford F150 and had tracked it into their City neat Whittier and Chestnut.  Ground units from La Habra PD responded to the area and located the vehicle parked in the 632 block of Whittier. They confirmed the stolen information and obtained suspect information including the name of the suspect.  As the ground units were setting up surveillance, they observed a male exit a local Pub, look in various directions just as a patrol unit neared the location, he re-entered the Pub. Within a few minutes, the officers noted the same individual exit with a female, walk to the truck and enter, driving off. A felony traffic stop was initiated at the parking lot and both suspects were detained. The field investigation identified the male as the named suspect. The female was found to possess several balloons of Heroin. She was also arrested. Both suspects were booked for felony charges, VC 10851 DWOC, H&S 11352 (a) Transportation of Heroin and H&S 11350 Possession ion of Heroin. The vehicle was later released to the owner, undamaged.

LoJack of RIVERSIDE COUNTY: On 1-21-06, officers from Riverside Police Department were on patrol when they received the call that the LoJack silent code of a stolen 1999 Honda Accord had been detected near 10th and Lime St., just 20 minutes after it had been reported stolen. An Officer saw the car on Vasquez St. west of Sedgwick St. with a man standing beside the vehicle. After a few minutes, the man got in the vehicle and drove away at which time he was stopped by a second Officer at 14th and Sedgwick St.  The suspect was taken into custody and later incarcerated for driving a stolen vehicle. The vehicle was recovered without any damage.

LoJack of VENTURA COUNTY: On 01-18-06, patrol officers from the CHP, working out of the Ventura Station, picked up silent signal from the 2003 Mercedes E500 on their on board LOJACK tracking computer (eleven minutes after the vehicle was reported stolen to the police). The officers tracked the vehicle to the area of Victoria Ave and Avocet Ave in the City of Ventura. Investigators from VENCATT’S (Ventura County Auto Theft Task Force) responded to the location and set up surveillance on the vehicle. The female suspect was observed entering the vehicle and driving from the location. A felony traffic stop was conducted and the suspect was taken into custody for 487 (a) PC (GTA) without incident.  The investigators contacted the detectives from TRAP, who are handling this investigation, and were advised that the female suspect committed credit application fraud and illegally obtained the vehicle under false pretense from the auto dealer. This case involves multiple suspects and seven (7) other stolen vehicles. TRAP’s investigation is still on going. 

No notable recoveries in LoJack of IMPERIAL and LoJack of SANTA BARBARA COUNTY:


MEXICO RECOVERIES: The California Highway Patrol Mexico Liaison unit recovered sixteen(16) LoJack equipped stolen vehicles from Mexico during the month of January 06. 


Agencies posting custody incidents at termination of tracking were as follows:


On 01-03-06, Ontario PD Flight Officers Flying “Air-20”, assisted Ontario PD ground units, who had been in pursuit of an Upland PD stolen 1999 Honda Accord, which terminated in the vicinity of “B” Street and San Antonio Avenue. “Air-20” observed a male and female suspect walking away from the stolen vehicle and enter a residence. They provided a description of the suspects for the ground units, who established surveillance on the location. A short time later the suspects returned and reentered the vehicle, at which time they were taken into custody. Both were arrested for Auto Theft and Receiving Stolen Property. The female was also in possession of narcotics and narcotic paraphernalia and was charged accordingly. The undamaged vehicle was towed and stored.   

On 1-1-06, officers from the LAPD Hollenbeck Division picked up the silent code of a stolen 1994 Honda Accord as they were traveling N/B on Main St approaching Griffin Ave. After receiving the vehicle identification, the officers followed the signal to the 110 freeway and College St, where the “moving signal” was lost.  LAPD Air-3 flight officers flew to the area and picked up the signal. They tracked the “moving signal” to the area of LA County General Hospital advising the ground unit of the strong signal. The ground unit again acquired the signal and located the vehicle parked on San Pablo S/of Norfolk where they observed a female passenger sitting in the vehicle and a male standing near the vehicle. The officers began to set up surveillance and as they did, the vehicle drove off.  Air-3 observed the vehicle movement and with the assistance of the ground unit followed the vehicle at a high rate of speed into a housing project. Air-3 notified the ground unit that  a male suspect and female had exited the vehicle and ran into the project.  Air-3 illuminated the area and followed the fleeing suspects, directing the ground unit to their location. The officers deployed and caught up to the suspect who had now lifter his shirt , removed a hand gun and threw it into some bushes. He was subsequently taken into custody without further incident. The weapon was identifies as stolen from a burglary from vehicle. The suspect was booked. The vehicle stored and undamaged.  


On 01-03-06, Riverside PD Officers patrolling in the vicinity of Collett and Pierce Streets acquired the LoJack hit from the Riverside PD stolen 1993 Toyota Tercel, which had been reported several hours earlier. The officers initiated a broadcast of the activation, which had “localized”, indicating that they were very close to the stolen vehicle. The officers then observed the vehicle E/B Collett occupied with five suspects. A felony vehicle stop was conducted and the five suspects were taken into custody without incident. It was determined that the vehicle was taken from a residence where the victim had left the keys on a table at a party. The driver suspect stated “he got the vehicle from a friend”. He was arrested for Auto Theft and Receiving Stolen Property. The male front passenger was arrested for Possession of Brass Knuckles and a female passenger on a Felony Narcotic Warrant. The additional suspects were questioned and later released, and the undamaged vehicle was towed and stored.  


On 1-4-06, deputies assigned to the LASD Lakewood station had just taken a stolen vehicle report and had the LoJack activated. A deputy returned to the area to search for the vehicle. Within a few minutes, he picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2003 Toyota Camry and tracked it to the area of 207th Street and Elaine Ave. where he observed the vehicle parked, running, and unoccupied. The deputy requested additional units to assist in the stake-out. Within a few minutes, they observed two suspects drive up and stop next to the stolen Toyota. The passenger got out and got into the stolen, which was running. As the deputies began to take the suspects into custody, the suspects took off running. The deputies deployed, taking one suspect into custody. The deputies questioned the suspect and he admitted stealing the Toyota and another vehicle. The suspect directed the deputies to the other stolen vehicle, which they recovered.  The suspect was arrested for 487 (D) PC GTA.


On 01-07-06, Ontario PD Flight Officers flying “Air-10” acquired the silent signal from the Ontario PD stolen 2000 Mitsubishi Montero, (within nine minutes of activation). The vehicle theft information also included a physical description of the “named suspect” in the theft. “Air-10” picked up the moving signal in the vicinity of “F” and Vine Streets and requested ground units to assist. Responding LoJack equipped units located the stolen vehicle parked in an apartment complex and it appeared to be unoccupied. “Air-10”, utilizing their “FLIR” system, advised ground units that the vehicle was very hot. Officers approached the vehicle on foot and observed the male suspect reclined back in the driver’s seat in an attempt to not be seen. He indeed was the “named suspect” and was arrested for GTA and Receiving Stolen Property. The undamaged vehicle was returned to the victim.


On 1-5-06, within an hour of the vehicle being stolen, officers from LAPD Southeast Division picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2004 Toyota Tacoma. The officer tracked the signal to the area of 87th Pl. and Avalon Blvd. where they observed the vehicle parked and unoccupied. The officer requested additional units and set up a stake-out of the vehicle. Within a short time, they observed two male suspects in a black Toyota pick up truck drive up and stop next to the stolen vehicle. The passenger suspect exited the vehicle, got into the stolen Toyota and drove away. The officers conducted a felony traffic stop, taking the suspect in the stolen Toyota into custody. The suspect was arrested for 487 (D) PC (GTA).

On 1-6-06, officers from the LAPD N/E Division picked up the silent signal of a stolen 2006 Mercedes CL600 in the area of York blvd and Ave 56. they then observed the vehicle at Avenue 56 and Stratford at which time the suspect fled at a high rate of speed. The ground unit lost sight of the vehicle in the area of Figueroa and Burwood.  A few minutes later a citizen called 911 and notified the department that a Mercedes had just pulled into a parking lot at Figueroa and Delphi.  LAPD “Air 8” flight officers responded and observed a suspect walking thru a courtyard matching the description.  Ground units arrived arrive contacting the suspect and arrested him after a short defiance. The suspect a “parolee” was booked for parole violation, PC 487(d) GTA and resisting arrest. The vehicle was later returned to the owner, undamaged.


On 1-8-06, the victim returned home from vacation to find his home had been burglarized, property missing and his vehicle stolen. Officers flying Long Beach PD Air Unit picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 1994 Acura Integra and tracked it to Mesa Ave. and Anaheim Ave. The Air Unit directed an officer from the California Highway Patrol (CHP) to the vehicle’s location. The CHP Officer observed a male and female standing next to the vehicle at a phone booth. The officer detained the suspects and deputies from the Lomita Station arrived at the scene. The Deputies and CHP officer conducted an investigation and subsequently recovered some of the victim’s stolen property and other property stolen from other burglaries which was in the suspects’ possession. Their investigation found that the suspects had been burglarizing homes and were involved in identity thefts. The suspects were detained and taken to the Lomita Station and were arrested on various charges. The investigation is being conducted by Detectives from the Lomita station.


On 01-07-06, LAPD Van Nuys officers picked up a silent signal from the stolen 1996 Honda Accord (six minutes after activation) on their on-board LOJACK tracking computer during routine patrol duties.  The vehicle left the area and was being tracked by other ground units. LAPD “Air 10” flight officers responded and tracked the silent signal while broadcasting the information to ground units in the area.  The stolen vehicle was located in the area of PCH and Sunset Blvd.  Patrol officers from the West Los Angeles Area responded and conducted a felony stop, taking the suspects into custody for 10851 VC (DWOC) without incident. Officers observed that the suspects used a screwdriver to start the vehicle. The passenger was on felony probation. LAPD Van Nuys Auto Theft Detectives are handling the investigation.  


On 01-08-06, LAPD Van Nuys Division officers picked up the silent signal from the stolen 2004 Porsche Cayenne on their on-board LOJACK tracking computer (Four minutes after activation) during routine patrol duties, in the area of the 405 freeway and Nordhoff.  The officers tracked the silent signal while requesting additional ground units and the air unit to respond to their location. Communications Division broadcasted information that the suspect returned the vehicle to the victim’s home. Officers responded to the 20300 block of Via Galelleo Street, and took the suspect into custody for 10851 (a) VC (DWOC) and 459 PC (Burglary) without incident. LAPD Devonshire Detectives are handling the investigation. 


On 01-08-06, a San Diego County Sheriffs’ Deputy assigned to the San Marcos station was on patrol when he picked up the silent code of a stolen 2002 Jeep Grand Cherokee. As he was tracking the signal, he entered the city of Escondido. The Deputy advised Escondido Police Department of his tracking and ultimately located the vehicle parked at a home furnishing store parking lot in the 500 block of Grand Ave.  A suspect was in the car and through an interview implicated another person that was in the store. The second suspect was located and both suspects were arrested and booked for auto theft. The car was recovered without sustaining any damage.

On 01-09-06, a San Diego County Sheriffs’ Detective assigned to the San Marcos station monitored radio traffic that a LoJack equipped 2003 Nissan Xtera had been reported stolen to Oceanside Police Department. Further, that Oceanside Police and the California Highway Patrol had received the silent signal in the area of SR#78 and College Blvd. The Detective, driving his unmarked vehicle with a LoJack tracker, proceeded w/b on SR#78 and received the signal from the vehicle traveling e/b on SR#78. The Detective turned around and monitored that San Marcos units as well as Escondido Police were picking up the signal also. The Detective tracked the signal to the vehicle parked and unoccupied on 11th Ave. in Escondido. As other units were responding to the location, a suspect entered the vehicle and started to drive away. The suspect was stopped and the vehicle was recovered without sustaining any damage. 

On 01-10-06, LAPD Van Nuys patrol officers picked up a silent signal from the stolen 1998 Honda Civic on their on-board LOJACK tracking computer during routine patrol duties. The officers tracked the silent signal to the area of Martin Place and Haskell Ave. The vehicle was parked and unoccupied. The officers set up surveillance on the vehicle. Detectives from CECATS (Auto Task Force) responded to their location, after monitoring the police frequency. The detectives from CECATS located an additional four stolen vehicles in the area (two 2000 Honda Civics’ and Two 1990’s Honda Civics’) during their surveillance of the vehicle. The suspect was observed entering the stolen vehicle, and driving from the location. LAPD patrol officers conducted a traffic stop. Detectives took the suspect into custody for 487 (a) PC (GTA); Detectives from LAPD CECATS (Auto Task Force) are handling the investigation.     


On 01-11-05, a California Highway Patrol Officer assigned to the El Cajon office was on I#8 near W. Main St. when he picked up the silent code of a stolen 2004 Honda Civic just eight minutes after it had been reported stolen. He tracked the signal approximately three miles into the city of El Cajon and observed the vehicle parked on the street. As he was driving toward the vehicle, a suspect entered the car and was observed removing personal belongings from the car. The suspect was arrested and booked for auto theft and the vehicle was recovered without sustaining any damage. 


On 1-14-06, El Monte PD Air-45 flight officers picked up the silent code of a stolen 2004 Honda Civic while in the area of Azusa Ave and the 10 Freeway. The signal indicated the vehicle was traveling W/B on the 10 Freeway as Air-45 continued tracking. Ground units from West Covina were notified and responded to the area. The ground units, one of which was LoJack equipped, also picked up the silent signal.  Air-45 continued following the signal until they spotted the vehicle in the Kellogg Hill area. At that time the ground units caught up to the vehicle as it transitioned the 71 Freeway.  The vehicle yielded to the officers at the 71 Freeway and Mission where the driver was taken into custody. The passenger fled the vehicle managing to elude the officers. The suspect was later booked VC 10851 DWOC WIC 602. The vehicle was towed and stored, undamaged. (Note, this was the second time this vehicle was stolen in the same day and recovered with LoJack)  


On 01-15-06, LAPD Van Nuys patrol officers picked up a silent signal from the stolen 2002 Chevrolet Suburban on their on-board LOJACK tracking computer during routine patrol duties. The officers tracked the silent signal to the area of Coldwater Cyn and Vanowen Street. The vehicle was observed E/B on Vanowen Street, with two suspects. The officers conducted a traffic stop and took the driver into custody for 12021 (a) PC (ex-con with a gun), and 10851 (a) VC (DWOC) without incident. The female passenger was taken into custody for an unrelated warrant. Officers recovered a firearm from the male suspect. Detectives from LAPD Van Nuys Division are handling the investigation.     


On 1-15-06, a Baldwin Park PD officer was patrolling W/B Bess Ave driving a LoJack equipped vehicle.  As he pulled up behind a 1994 Acura Integra, his LoJack monitor lit up and informed him of a LoJack alert, reply code TH92F. The indicator pointed to the Acura. As the Acura turned on Athol St, the indicator still pointed to the Acura. The officer requested back up and when he attempted to stop the vehicle, the suspect sped away.  The officer continued following the vehicle and watched as it pulled into an apartment complex. The driver, exited and ran thru the complex.  Witnesses indicated the suspect ran to another apartment complex.  As this officer and an assisting officer entered the property in the 930 block of Leority St, they located the suspect hiding behind a trash container. The suspect was taken into custody without further incident and later booked VC 10851 DWOC. Note, a shaved key was located inside the stolen Acura which sustained no damage.


On 1-17-06, an LA County TRAP San Gabriel Valley Team detective picked up the silent signal of a stolen 2005 Toyota RAV entered thirty minutes prior by LASD Norwalk station.  He notified another team member that he was tracking the vehicle and indicated he had located the vehicle to the rear of 6338 Pierce in a car port. As he was investigating the unoccupied vehicle, he picked up a second signal from a stolen 2001 Toyota Highlander taken from the city of Downey. He located that vehicle approximately 100 feet away from the Toyota Rav.  TRAP officers began an investigation and obtained descriptions of several suspects seen at the vehicles.  The detectives contacted several individuals and ended arresting three suspects.  A search of a location resulted in the recovery of credit cards and stolen property taken from the victims.  The suspects were later booked on various felony charges.  Both vehicles were returned to the owners, undamaged.  


On 1-17-06, an LA County TRAP San Gabriel Valley Team detective picked up the silent signal of a stolen 2005 Toyota RAV entered thirty minutes prior by LASD Norwalk station.  He notified another team member that he was tracking the vehicle and indicated he had located the vehicle to the rear of 6338 Pierce in a car port. As he was investigating the unoccupied vehicle, he picked up a second signal from a stolen 2001 Toyota Highlander taken from the city of Downey within one minute of activation. He located that vehicle approximately 100 feet away from the Toyota Rav.  TRAP officers began an investigation and obtained descriptions of several suspects seen at the vehicles.  The detectives contacted several individuals and ended arresting three suspects.  A search of a location resulted in the recovery of credit cards and stolen property taken from the victims.  The suspects were later booked on various felony charges.  Both vehicles were returned to the owners, undamaged.  


On 1-17-06, Pomona PD Officers picked up a silent LoJack signal from a stolen 1997 Honda Civic that had been entered earlier as a burglary from a garage.  Units began tracking the vehicle into the area of Rebecca and Monterey, city of Pomona.  They tracked the vehicle to Center St and Rebecca and made a raffic stop on the vehicle. The driver, a male, exited, grabbed a child from the rear and ran from the officers. A female passenger also ran.  The officers continued chasing the suspects and eventually captured them both but only after the male threw the child down on the grass and ran over a wall to a waiting unit. Both suspects denied any knowledge of the stolen vehicle and were later booked on various felony and Misdemeanor charges. The vehicle was later released to the owner, undamaged. 


On 1-17-05, a car dealer was the victim of a fraudulent buyer’s application. When the information was returned as false, the dealer notified police.  Within an hour of the LoJack system activating, officers from the Covina PD had picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2005 Jaguar XKR. The officers had tracked the signal to a garage in the 600 block of Workman Lane. The officers notified detectives from the South Bay TRAP Unit who responded to the location. The detectives conducted an investigation and were able to identify the suspect who had committed the crime, in addition they recovered the stolen 2005 Jaguar along with a 2004 Ford Harley Davidson pick up and a 2006 Mercedes E-500. On 1-17-06, within a short time after the LoJack system activated, deputies flying Air-23 picked up the LoJack signal from the victim's stolen 2003 Ford Expedition. The deputies tracked the signal to the parking lot of the Club Normandie, located at Vermont Blvd. and Rosecrans Ave., where they observed the vehicle parked and unoccupied. The Air Unit notified Gardena PD and directed the officers to the vehicle’s location. The officers set up a stake-out on the vehicle and after a few hours two male suspects returned to the vehicle and attempted to drive away. The officers conducted a felony traffic stop, taking both suspects into custody. The driver suspect was arrested for 10851 VC (DWOC). Detectives from the Gardena PD are conducting the investigation.


On 01-17-06, a San Diego Police Department Auto Theft Detective was in his unmarked vehicle equipped with a LoJack tracking device on Highway #94 near 28th St, when he picked up the silent code of a stolen 2005 Nissan Armada. He exited Highway #94 at 25th St. and proceeded s/b on 25th St. After a few minutes he located the vehicle parked in the alley behind 25th St. and Market St. When he observed the vehicle there were two suspects beside the car. Back up units were summoned and when they were in place, a marked unit drove toward the stolen Nissan. As soon as the suspects saw the marked unit, they started running but were quickly apprehended. The suspects were incarcerated for possession of stolen vehicle and the vehicle was recovered with minimal damage.


On 1-17-06, within an hour of the LoJack system activating, deputies flying Orange County Sheriff’s Air “Duke”, picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2000 Ford truck. The Air Unit requested Costa Mesa Officers to respond to the area. The officers responding to the area started a search and located the vehicle at Coolidge Street and Albany Street, parked and unoccupied. The officers set up a stake-out of the vehicle and within a short time, they observed one male and one female suspect enter the vehicle and drive away. The officers conducted a felony traffic stop, taking both suspects safely into custody. Both suspects were on their way to a drug rehabilitation meeting. The male driver was arrested for 487 (D) PC DTA and the female was arrested on various drug charges. Costa Mesa Detectives are conducting the investigating. 

On 1-18-06, a domestic dispute resulted in the taking of a 2006 Lexus STK by using a “Sword” as a weapon. The suspect fled in the victim’s vehicle and the victim notified New Port Beach PD of the incident. After the stolen entry was made, ABLE Airship “EAGLE” flight officers starting searching the area for the vehicle.  Information gained thru the investigation indicated the suspect may have headed towards Irvine. EAGLE flight officers responded to the Irvine area and picked up the silent signal of the Lexus. They tracked and located the Lexus just as it arrived at an apartment building. They observed the suspect exit and informed ground units of her direction of travel.  Ground units from Irvine PD responded to the location and made contact with the suspect. Officers from New Port Beach PD responded and assumed the investigation.  The suspect was later transported to the New Port Beach PD and booked. The vehicle was later released to the victim, undamaged. Case was referred to the DDA for filing.


On 01-19-06, patrol officers from the Oxnard Police Department picked up the silent signal from the stolen 2003 Chevrolet Corvette on their on board LOJACK tracking computer (twenty-three minutes after activation) during routine patrol duties. The officers tracked the stolen vehicle while requesting additional units to respond to their location. The officers observed the stolen vehicle in the area of Channel Islands and Rose Ave, being driven by one male suspect. The officers conducted a felony stop and took the suspect into custody for 10851 VC (DWOC) without incident. The vehicle was released to the owner with no damage. It was later learned that the suspect was the brother of the victim, and did not have permission to drive the vehicle. This investigation is being conducted by detectives from the Oxnard Police Department.


On 01-19-06, LAPD Van Nuys patrol officers picked up a silent signal from the stolen 2000 Volkswagen Beetle on their on-board LOJACK tracking computer (eight minutes after activation) during routine patrol duties. The officers received information that the vehicle was taken in a residential burglary. The officers tracked the silent signal to the area of Hatteras Street and Sepulveda Blvd. The officers conducted a traffic stop and took three suspects into custody for 459 PC (Burglary) without incident.  The driver was booked for 459 PC (Burglary), 10851 VC (DWOC) and on a felony no bail warrant for 12031 (a) PC (firearm violation). One passenger was booked on an unrelated warrant, and the third suspect was released.  Detectives from LAPD Northeast Division are handling the investigation. 


On 1-19-06, officers from the LAPD Hollenbeck Division picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 1997 Honda Civic. The officers tracked the signal to the area of Flora Street and Sierra Street, where they observed one male suspect driving the vehicle. The officers attempted to conduct a felony traffic stop, but the driver sped away. The suspect was eventually taken into custody and arrested for 487(D) PC GTA. Detectives from the Alhambra PD are investigating the case. 


On 1-20-06, within minutes of the LoJack system activating, deputies from the LASD Lomita Station picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2001 Toyota Camry. The deputies tracked the signal to a parking lot located at 10721 Palos Verdes Drive North. The deputies observed one female suspect seated in the driver’s seat. The deputies deployed, taking the suspect safely into custody. The deputies requested LAPD officers to respond when they learned that the suspect was named in the original crime report. LAPD officers responded and took custody of the suspect, arresting her for 10851 VC (DWOC). Southeast Detectives are conducting the investigating.


On 1-21-06, within minutes of the LoJack system activating, officers flying LAPD Air-8 picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2006 Nissan Altima. The air unit directed ground units into the area of Washington Blvd. and Rimpau Ave. where officers observed the vehicle being driven by one female suspect. The officers attempted to stop the suspect but she sped away. The suspect was eventually taken into custody and arrested for 10851 VC (DWOC) and miscellaneous drug charges. The victim got her vehicle back with no damage and no property missing, in less than an hour after reporting it stolen.


On 01-21-06, LASD Palmdale Station patrol deputies picked up a silent signal from the stolen 1993 Honda Civic on their on-board LoJack tracking computer during routine patrol duties. The deputies tracked the stolen vehicle while requesting additional units to respond to their location. The deputies tracked the vehicle to a residential neighborhood in the area of the 37200 block of Bedford Court. Patrol deputies pinpointed the location of the vehicle to a garage. The deputies conducted a consent search of the garage and located the stolen vehicle. The suspect used a screwdriver to start the vehicle. The deputies also found the vehicle registration inside of the suspect’s house. The deputies took the female suspect into custody for 487 (d) PC (GTA) without incident. Detectives from LASD Palmdale Station filed one count of 496 PC (RSP) and one count of 487 (d) PC (GTA) with the District Attorney’s Office.


On 01-22-06, LAPD North Hollywood patrol officers picked up a silent signal from the stolen 1998 Mitsubishi Eclipse on their on-board LOJACK tracking computer during routine patrol duties. The officers tracked the silent signal while requesting an air unit and additional ground units to respond to their location. “Air 10” tracked the vehicle to the area of the 3600 block of Regal Place.  The officers set up surveillance on the vehicle. After a short time, the officers approached the stolen vehicle and located the suspect sleeping inside. The suspect was taken into custody for 487 (d) PC (GTA) without incident. Detectives from LAPD North Hollywood Division are handling the investigation.     

On 1-23-06, a motor officer assigned to the LASD Norwalk Station overheard a broadcast from Sheriff’s dispatch that a LoJack silent code coming from a stolen 1994 Saturn SL had been detected in the Norwalk central area.  The officer responded to the station, picked up a marked LoJack equipped police vehicle and went out into the field to search for the stolen Saturn. Within minutes, he picked up the silent code and tracked the signal two blocks in a S/E direction locating the vehicle parked on a city street.  As he neared the vehicle, he observed one male suspect sitting in a reclined position. He made contact with this suspect and took him into custody without further incident. The suspect, a “Parolee” was booked VC 10851 DWOC and parole violation. The vehicle was stored and later released without damage to its owner.


On 01-23-06, a San Diego County Deputy Sheriff assigned to the Vista station was on patrol near Cedar St. and West Vista Way when he picked up the silent code of the stolen 1999 Dodge Caravan. He could tell from his onboard LoJack tracker that the vehicle was traveling e/b on Highway #78 and relayed that information to the other deputies. 
A second deputy was able to get to Escondido Ave. at Highway #78 and picked up the signal that was continuing e/b from his location. While catching up to the signal, his tracker indicated the vehicle had exited Highway #78 at Sycamore Ave. and was north of the freeway. He continued tracking the signal and observed the vehicle at an apartment complex on Palmyra St. with a female suspect behind the wheel. The suspect was arrested for driving a stolen vehicle and the Dodge Caravan was recovered without sustaining any damage. 


On 1-27-06, the owner of a 2000 Acura TL was pumping gas into her vehicle when a male suspect approached, jumped into the vehicle and sped off with the vehicle and victim’s personal property. Within minutes of entry into the stolen system by San Gabriel PD, units from So Pasadena PD picked up the silent code which indicated S/B on the 110 Freeway at Fair Oaks Ave.  They tracked the signal to Hough St and Avenue 67 just outside the So Pasadena border and located the vehicle parked at the curb containing the suspect.  He was arrested without further incident and all of the victim’s property was recovered. The suspect was booked for PC 487(d) GTA and the vehicle later released to the victim, undamaged.
