HIGHLIGHT ACTIVITIES FOR THE MONTH OF September 2009: 

LoJack of LOS ANGELES COUNTY: 

On 8-29-09, within thirty minutes of the LoJack system activating, Hawthorne PD Officers picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2006 Volvo XC9.  Air-55 also picked up the signal and observed the vehicle at 166th Street and Hawthorne Blvd.  They vectored in ground units who located the vehicle, with three suspects inside and observed the license plates had been removed.  When requested back-up units arrived, they were going to conduct a high risk traffic stop when the vehicle suddenly stopped and all the male suspects exited the vehicle running in different directions.  The back-up units along with California Highway Patrol units and citizens pointing the direction of the suspects, utilizing excellent teamwork and coordination and were able to apprehend all three suspects.  The suspects were all arrested for 10851 VC (Driving without Owners Consent) and a variety of other charges.  Hawthorne PD Detectives are handling the investigation.
On 09/02/09, CHP “Air 53” flight officers picked up the silent LoJack homing signal from the 1998 Honda Civic, in the area of San Fernando Road and Glamis Street, ( 23 minutes  after being reported stolen) with their on board LoJack Police Tracking Computer.  CHP Air 53 requested a LoJack equipped LAPD patrol unit to respond to the location.  Officers from CECATS (Community Effort to Combat Auto Theft) responded to the location.  The officers located the stolen vehicle parked in the rear yard of the residence located in the 12900 block of Goleta Street.  Detectives from CECATS observed two suspects in the rear yard, who wearing white gloves, entering and exiting the stolen vehicle.  Detectives made contacted with the suspects and witness at the front gate and received consent to search the property for the stolen vehicle.  Prior to allowing the detectives to enter the location suspect# 1 was observed by the officers going to the rear yard and removing the license plates from the stolen vehicle.  Suspect #1 was taken into custody for 487 (a) PC (GTA), and suspect #2 was taken into custody for 496 PC (RSP) without incident.  This investigation is being conducted by Investigators from LAPD CECATS.

On 09/02/09, patrol officers from LAPD-Topanga Division received a radio call of a GTA in the area of Fallbrook and Sherman Way.  The officers were already at the location and observed the witness flagging the police unit down.  The witness related to the officers that he observed a suspect car jack a vehicle from an elderly couple at Fallbrook and Van Owen.  The officers put out a crime broadcast and other patrol units responded to the location.  The officers located the victims, and during the interview it was learned that the stolen vehicle was equipped with LoJack.  The officers immediately entered the vehicle into the stolen vehicle system which activated the LoJack.  7 minutes later, LAPD “Air 10” and patrol units tracked and located the stolen vehicle, parked at Schoolcraft and Gazette.  Officers set up surveillance on the vehicle, and within 30 minutes, the suspects returned and entered the vehicle, and drove from the location.  The officers conducted a traffic stop and took suspect #1 into custody for 215 PC (Car Jacking) and suspect #2 for 10851 VC (DWOC) without incident.  Suspect #1 told the officers that he went to suspect #3 residences, told him that he stole the car, and needed a change of clothes.  Suspect #3 provided him with a change of clothes.  Officers made a follow up investigation to the third suspect’s residence, and arrested him for 32 PC (Accessory).  This investigation is being conducted by Detectives from LAPD-Topanga Division.
On 09-03-09, just four minutes after being activated, CHP Officers assigned to the Santa Fe Springs Area picked up the silent LoJack homing signal from the 2002 Hyundai, which had been reported stolen to the Long Beach PD, in the area of the Interstate 5 and 605 Freeway’s.  The units tracked and “pinpointed” the signal off the freeway, to a motel in the 9500 block of East Firestone Boulevard, in the City of Norwalk.  The information obtained on the original stolen vehicle report indicated a “possible” suspect in the theft.  The officers contacted the manager of the motel and requested to view the motel’s video surveillance tapes.  They showed a male adult suspect park and exit the vehicle, this suspect resembled the physical description of the suspect on the stolen vehicle report.  The victim was contacted and responded to the location and positively identified the suspect in the video, as her common law husband, who had assaulted her and then took the vehicle.  Through a process of elimination the suspect was located in one of the rooms and detained.  The investigation revealed that he did have permission to use the vehicle, but was turned over to responding Long Beach PD Officers, who arrested him on Spousal Battery charges.  The undamaged vehicle was then released to the female victim. 
On 9-8-09, within five minutes of the LoJack system activating, LASD Century Station Deputies picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen Honda.  They tracked the signal to a rear yard of a residential house located in the 9500 block of Pace Ave. TRAP Detectives were called to the location where they observed the stolen vehicle in the rear yard.  They obtained a search warrant for the location.  Prior to the warrant arriving, several suspects were looking out the windows and then were observed leaving the house.  Back-up units conducted traffic stops taking the suspects into custody and impounding their vehicles.  During the service of the warrant, four more suspects were detained inside the house.  The detectives observed that the victim’s vehicle had the tires and rims removed with spare tires replacing them and other parts removed.  They located parts to several other vehicles behind the garage.  Several of these parts belonged to a LAPD stolen 1999 Honda Civic and another LAPD stolen 2000 Honda Civic.  Some of the stolen parts had been installed on the suspects’ vehicles, which the back-up units had impounded.  They also recovered air bags, engines, tools and other parts.  Of the seven suspects detained, two suspects were arrested for 10801 VC (Operating a Chop Shop) and the others were questioned and released.  TRAP Detectives are still conducting the investigation, attempting to identify the other vehicle parts seized. 
On 09/08/09, patrol officers from the LAPD-Foothill Division picked up the silent LoJack homing signal from the 2005 Volvo S40, (17 minutes after the vehicle was reported stolen) with their LoJack Police Tracking Computer.  The officers tracked the vehicle to the area of Lankershim Blvd and Strathern Street.  The officers requested the Air Unit and back up units to respond to their location.  The suspects drove to a residential area on Strathern Street and stopped the vehicle.  The officers attempted a traffic stop at that location.  The suspects failed to comply and a vehicle pursuit ensued.  The suspects stopped the vehicle on Cleon Ave and jumped from the vehicle, fleeing on foot.  A perimeter was established and a K-9 was requested from Metropolitan Division.  The K-9 officer conducted a search and found suspect # 1 hiding inside a dog house and suspect # 2 inside of the residence.  Both suspects were taken into custody for 487 (d) PC (GTA), without further incident.  This investigation is being conducted by Detectives from the LAPD Foothill Division.

On 9-10-09, deputies from the LASD Century Station picked up the silent LoJack signal of a stolen 2006 Chevrolet Silverado while patrolling the area of San Pedro Ave and 120th.  After obtaining the description they began tracking the signal to the area of the 220th block of 122 St where LASD Air-8 flight deputies had also tracked the signal.  Air-8 alerted the ground unit that they were observing a truck in a garage appearing to match the stolen and requested ground units to verify that information.  As the ground deputies began walking into the yard of a residence, they were approached by a subject who lived at that location.  He told the deputies someone had dropped off the truck for him to do work on that morning.  While searching the vehicle, they noted a shot gun against the wall of the garage, also a plastic box containing what appeared to be marijuana on a couch next to the stolen vehicle.  They also noted numerous engines and vehicles in the yard appearing to be stripped.  A search of the residence resulted in the seizure of additional Marijuana and plants as well as an additional hand gun.  The deputies contacted TRAP Central team who responded and assumed the investigation.

Detectives from the TRAP team responded and began checking several engines in the yard.  One of the engines was identified as being stolen from a 07 Chevrolet Avalanche Dot 5-9-09 LAPD, another engine stolen from a 2001 GMC Denali 6-2-09-LASD and the third stolen from a 2002 Cadillac Escalade 12-4-07.  In addition to these stolen engines, the detectives located a truck belonging to the suspect that had stolen parts from another truck.  The suspect was arrested and later booked for VC 10801 operating a Chop Shop, # 363 for LoJack So Cal Operations. 
On 9-14-09, a Long Beach PD Auto Theft Detective picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 1998 Honda DX.  He tracked the signal to Canton and Santa Fe Streets, where he observed the vehicle parked and unoccupied.  He set up a surveillance of the vehicle.  Within a few minutes, he observed two male suspects enter the stolen vehicle and drive away.  The suspects drove a short distance to a residence, stopped to pick up a child and drove away.  The Detective requested back-up units to assist in the traffic stop.  Prior to the back-up units’ arrival, the suspects discovered the police were following them and they quickly sped away.  A short chase ensued and the suspect suddenly pulled to the curb, stopping the vehicle.  The passenger left running on foot as the driver suspect attempted to remove the child from the rear seat.  The driver was taken into custody and responding units apprehended the second suspect about two blocks away, hiding in the bushes.  The Detective’s investigation found the driver suspect stole the vehicle and the driver picked up his friend and then picked up his daughter to take her to school.  The driver was arrested for 487(d) PC (Grand Theft Auto).  The passenger was a juvenile and was cited for several violations and released.  The driver’s daughter was released to her mother.  Long Beach Detectives are conducting the investigation.
On 9-15-09, within nine minutes of the LoJack system activation, LAPD Rampart Division Officers picked up the LoJack signal.  Air-10 was requested to assist in the search.  Air-10 located the vehicle parked in a parking lot at Beverly Blvd. and Alvarado Street.  They observed a male suspect enter the vehicle and drive away.  Air-10 vectored in ground units to the vehicle’s current location.  When requested back-up units arrived, they were getting ready to conduct a high risk traffic stop when the suspect sped away.  As a chase ensued through many cities a Spike Strip was deployed and a Pit Maneuver applied to the suspect’s vehicle by units of the California Highway Patrol.  When the suspect’s vehicle stopped, he was taken into custody.  The suspect was currently wanted for violation of parole and was arrested for 10851 VC (Driving without Owners Consent) and a variety of other charges.  Rampart Detectives are conducting the investigation.
On 9-16-09, the victim was robbed at gunpoint, his vehicle and other personnel property was taken.  Within nine minutes of the LoJack signal activating, LAPD 77th Street Officers picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 1998 Honda Accord.  They tracked the signal to the area of 71st Street and Crenshaw Blvd. where they observed the vehicle parked and unoccupied.  They quickly set up a surveillance of the vehicle and were calling Inglewood PD to obtain a description of the suspects when they observed two male suspects enter the vehicle and drive away.  They requested back-up units and proceeded to conduct a high risk traffic stop.  The suspects pulled into a driveway located in the 6700 block of 11 Ave.  The suspects alighted from the vehicle and left running in different directions.  The officers chased the passenger suspect while other responding units pursued the driver suspect.  As the officers got closer to the passenger suspect, the suspect turned and fired twice at the pursuing officers, missing them.  Both suspects were eventually taken into custody.  During a search of the suspects, a wallet belonging to the victim was recovered and two revolvers were taken into custody.  The victim identified the suspects as the ones who had robbed him.  The suspects are known gang members.  The driver was arrested for 245 (c) PC (Assault with a Deadly Weapon on a Police Officer) and the passenger was arrested for 215 PC (Car-Jacking).  77th Street Detectives along with Robbery Homicide Detectives are conducting the investigation.
On 9-17-09, the victim returned home to find it had been burglarized and his vehicle stolen.  He reported it to the Sheriff’s office and once the vehicle information was place in the Stolen Vehicle System the LoJack system activated.  Within five minutes of the LoJack system activating, law enforcement agencies were tracking the signal from the victim’s stolen Chrysler Sebring, but the suspects were on the freeway getting out of town.  Several hours later, Santa Monica PD picked up the LoJack signal and tracked the vehicle to the 1400 block of Ocean Front Walk, where they observed one male suspect seated in the stolen vehicle.  The officers quickly deployed taking the suspect into custody.  The suspect quickly pointed out his accomplices who were lying out on the beach.  The officers re-deployed, taking a male and female suspects into custody.  The Officers’ investigation found that the two male suspects made statements placing them at the burglary scene.  The three suspects were arrested for 459 PC (Burglary) and 487d PC (Grand Theft Auto).  Detectives from Santa Monica PD along with Detectives from San Bernardino Sheriff’s Office are conducting the investigation.  The suspects just needed a ride to the beach and some spending money.
On 9-17-09, Officers from the LAPD Hollenbeck Division picked up the silent LoJack code of a stolen 1997 Honda Accord that had been entered less than an hour prior by the LASD East LA Station Sheriff’s.  They identified the vehicle via Dispatch and began tracking it on Breen from Michigan.  They observed the vehicle traveling N/B on Breen requesting an airship and back up.  When the stolen vehicle reached Michigan, it pulled to the curb where the driver and passenger were ordered out and detained.  The officers interviewed both subjects and after receiving conflicting stories, both subjects were taken into custody with the aid of assisting officers and later booked pending Grand Theft charges.  Case was referred to Detectives and the vehicle later released to the owner, undamaged.
On 9-21-09, Los Angeles Sheriffs Air-22 flight deputies were patrolling the area of City of Industry when they picked up the silent LoJack signal of a stolen 2006 Jaguar STY taken in a strong armed robbery.  They obtained the vehicle description and were given suspect information as there was a named suspect involved.  As they began tracking, they overheard a Walnut sheriff unit indicate he had a strong signal in their area.  Air-22 tracked and located the vehicle as it was travelling in the city of Pomona.  Ground units caught up to the vehicle and affected a felony traffic stop taking the suspect into custody without further incident.  Officers from the LAPD responded and assumed control of the scene taking the suspect into their custody.  The vehicle was stored by the sheriffs and was in an undamaged condition.  The case will be handled by LAPD Robbery Detectives. 
On 9-25-09, Flight officers from El Monte PD Air-45 were patrolling the city of Montebello when they received the silent LoJack signal of a stolen Honda Civic within 2 minutes of entry by Montebello PD.  They notified ground units of the area in which they were tracking from (Montebello and Beverly and continued tracking the signal to 7th St north of Lincoln.  Assisting ground units responded and located the vehicle parked and unoccupied and determined that the vehicle was missing its Carbon Fiber hood.  A short time later, another ground unit observed a similar Honda traveling and noticed that its occupants were holding onto a Carbon Fiber hood.  They followed the vehicle to the 800 block of Taylor and conducted a traffic stop.  One of the occupants lived at that location.  A search of the garage resulted in the recovery of a stolen engine that had been removed from another Honda that day.  The hood was also determined to belong to the reported stolen Honda Civic they had found parked.  All three suspects were arrested and booked for vehicle theft and receiving stolen property. 
On 9-28-09, officers from the Alhambra Police Department received a silent LoJack signal from a stolen 2004 Lexus RX3 within a short time after being reported stolen by the LAPD Hollywood Division.  After obtaining the description from dispatchers, the officers began tracking the signal from Garfield Ave and Pine locating the vehicle in a car port unoccupied.  Officers set up containment and noticed the signal seemed to be moving at which time a plain under cover unit drove into the complex and observed a suspect driving the vehicle towards the exit.  Assisting units deployed on the vehicle taking the suspect into custody without further incident.  When questioned, the suspect, a transient, indicted he had seen that the keys had been left in the vehicle and he needed a ride.  He was later booked PC 487(d-1) GTA.  The vehicle was stored and undamaged.

LoJack of ORANGE COUNTY: 
On 09-05-09, within nineteen minutes of being activated, unknown officers from Anaheim PD picked up the silent LoJack homing signal from the 2003 Infiniti G-35, which had been reported to the Fullerton PD.  The officers tracked and located the stolen vehicle parked, unoccupied, in the 100 block of Lynwood Place, in the City of Fullerton.  This is a residential area and Fullerton PD units were requested to assume the investigation.  Fullerton PD officers set up surveillance on the stolen vehicle and within twenty minutes they observed a male and female enter the vehicle.  The suspects drove off with the male suspect driving.  The officers then conducted a high-risk felony vehicle stop at Raymond and Commonwealth taking both suspects into custody without incident.  In a subsequent interview the suspects stated that they saw the victim drop the keys and took the car.  They were arrested for Auto Theft and Possession of a Stolen Vehicle, the male was also on Formal Probation, and was placed on a probation hold.  The undamaged vehicle was towed and stored.  The owners had LoJack installed in their vehicle on November 04, 2002.  
On 9-27-09, officers from Brea Police Department in Orange County CA received a silent LoJack signal from a stolen 1996 Nissan 300 within minutes of entry into the stolen system.  After obtaining a description, they began tracking the “moving” signal from Poplar Ave and Elm.  Approximately one minute later, they observed the vehicle moving on Imperial Hwy N/W and affected a felony traffic stop at Laurel Ave taking the lone driver suspect into custody without further incident.  During questioning the suspect indicated he had seen a set of keys sticking out a mail box and removed the keys.  He then observed the vehicle and stole it without permission.  Officers later booked the suspect VC 10851 DWOC and stored the undamaged vehicle.
On 9-28-09, officers from the California Highway Patrol Westminster area picked up the silent LoJack signal of a stolen 2002 Lincoln Town car that had been entered as stolen by Santa Ana Pd less than ½ an hour prior.  After obtaining the description of the vehicle, the officers began tracking the signal from Golden West St at Garden Grove Blvd.  As they passed thru the intersection, they observed the vehicle stopped at a traffic signal E/B on Golden West St.  They turned around and began following the vehicle until sufficient back up arrived and affected a felony enforcement stop at Garden Grove Blvd E/of Dale St and detained three suspects without further incident.  When questioning the occupants, they learned that a female passenger admitted taking the vehicle from her relative without permission.  The suspects were all booked VC 10851 DWOC and PC RSP (receiving stolen property.  The vehicle was later returned to its owner, undamaged.  Case was referred to the Orange County DDA for filing.

LoJack of RIVERSIDE COUNTY: 
On 09-03-09, just two minutes after being activated, Riverside PD Flight Officers flying “ Air-1” picked up the silent LoJack homing signal from the stolen 2007 Chevrolet Avalanche Truck, which had been reported to the City of Bell Gardens PD in Los Angeles County.  They were flying in the vicinity of the 91/60 and 215 Freeway Interchange when they acquired the signal.  After conducting a quick orbit, they determined that the signal was moving and proceeding northbound on the 215 Freeway toward the City of San Bernardino.  An area wide broadcast was done alerting surrounding police agencies of the direction of the stolen vehicle.  A CHP Inland Division unit and San Bernardino Sheriff’s Flight Deputies flying Helicopter “40-KING” also picked up the LoJack signal, as the vehicle entered San Bernardino.  An additional CHP unit assigned to a construction detail on the 215 Freeway at 2nd Street also monitored the broadcast.  The air and ground units then converged on the stolen Avalanche, which was being driven by one male adult suspect.  They conducted a high-risk felony vehicle stop, after the suspect took the Base Line Avenue off ramp.  He was taken into custody and arrested without incident for Auto Theft and Possession of a Stolen Vehicle.  
On 09-04-09, within twenty minutes of being activated, police agencies in the Perris and Moreno Valley area began tracking the 1998 Honda Civic, reported stolen out of RSD Perris Station.  A little while later a Riverside Sheriff’s Deputy in Moreno Valley picked up the silent LoJack homing signal again, and tracked it to the 25100 block of Logan Berry, where he located the stolen vehicle parked, unoccupied, in front of a residence.  The deputy made contact with a male adult at the residence and this witness stated that he had observed a male adult park the vehicle at about 0800 hours that morning, on the other side of the street.  He got out took off his shirt, threw it into the car and went to the residence.  He also stated that the same suspect was sitting out front of that residence throughout the day.  The witness left at about 1100 hours and now saw the car was parked in front of his residence.  He further stated to the deputy that he could identify this suspect.  The deputy then made contact with a female renter at that residence, who was on formal probation, and she invited him inside.  He then made contact with the possible GTA suspect, who was also on formal probation and was in possession of a controlled substance.  He was detained and placed in the police vehicle.  The witness confirmed that this was the GTA suspect.  A Sheriff’s Forensic Technician responded and processed the vehicle for prints and other evidence.  The suspect had also been previously convicted of auto theft and as previously stated was on probation.  He was arrested for these charges and also Auto Theft, Possession of a Stolen Vehicle and Possession of a Controlled Substance.  The undamaged vehicle was then towed and stored.  

LoJack of SAN BERNARDINO COUNTY: 

On 09-02-09, several hours after being activated, a Fontana PD Officer in the vicinity of Valley Boulevard and Live Oak picked up the silent LoJack homing signal from a 1995 Toyota 4RNR, that had been reported stolen to Riverside PD.  The officer initiated a broadcast of the LoJack hit, her location and signal direction.  She requested additional units to assist and began tracking the signal in a northbound direction.  The officer knew that she was very close to the stolen vehicle due to the signal strength.  She proceeded north on Live Oak when the signal pointed to an eastbound direction directly into a re-cycling center in the 14900 block of live Oak.  Not wanting to “burn” the location she requested the assistance of an unmarked vehicle.  An auto theft detective arrived in an unmarked vehicle and entered the center.  Fontana PD Flight Officers flying Helicopter Air-44 also responded to provide air surveillance.  The air unit and UC Detective located the stolen vehicle parked, unoccupied, inside the location.  Surveillance was established outside the location and approximately forty minutes later the vehicle was seen leaving the yard driven by a female adult suspect.  The officers conducted a high-risk felony vehicle stop taking the suspect into custody without incident.  She was arrested for Auto Theft, Possession of a Stolen Vehicle and Probation Violation, and the undamaged vehicle was towed and stored.  
San Bernardino County Auto Theft Taskforce (SANCATT) received information from the City of Victorville Sheriff’s Department of an apparent residential burglary/auto theft ring operating in the area of State Highway 395 and Bear Valley Road.  SANCATT Investigators were requested to assist in this investigating.  At about 0600 hours on September 6th Sheriff’s and Fire officials were called out on a vehicle fire at Nayak Road & Alana Way.  The vehicle was soon identified as stolen.  SANCATT was notified and a roll out team responded and assumed the investigation.  While conducting their investigation, units at the scene, picked up a silent LoJack homing signal from a 2007 Toyota Tacoma truck, which had been activated just five minutes earlier.  The LoJack equipped truck had been stolen from a residence within a few yards from the fire scene, which had been burglarized a few days prior.  Officials, also assisted by CHP Airplane-83, quickly tracked, and located the truck less than a mile away in the 13400 block of Bella Pine Street.  The thieves had already replaced (cold-plated) the rear plate with that of another identical Toyota Tacoma.  Surveillance and a perimeter were set up on the location and a male suspect was taken into custody as he entered the truck a short time later.  He was using the truck keys taken in the Nayak Road burglary.  Detectives obtained and served a search warrant on the suspect’s residence, where they found personal items from the Nayak Road burglary.  Also recovered was other stolen property officials believe are linked to many other residential burglaries in the Victor Valley.  The male suspect was arrested for Residential Burglary, Auto Theft, and Possession of Stolen Property.  Two small children were also removed from the home because of unsafe living conditions and placed into protective care.  Their mother, and wife of the male suspect, was arrested for Child Endangerment.  SANCATT Detectives are confident that this suspect is one of the main players in this residential burglary/auto theft ring, which is number 364 for LoJack of Southern California, and are certain that this investigation will lead to others connected with the crimes.  SANCATT with be continuing this investigation and at this time the estimated recovery value is set at over $100,000.00 and climbing. 
According to sources, on September 8, 2009, the owner of a 2009 Grey Infiniti FX35 sport utility vehicle contacted the San Bernardino Co SO and notified them that he had loaned the car to a “friend” and that possibly one of the “friend’s” employees had stolen the sport utility vehicle.  Numerous attempts to contact the employee via phone were made to no avail.  The responding officer relayed the description of the stolen sport utility vehicle to the department’s Teletype section, which entered the information into the National Crime Information Center’s computer.  This routine entry results in the automatic activation of the stolen truck’s hidden LoJack unit.  Neither the owner nor law enforcement had to do anything else to activate the LoJack Stolen Vehicle Police Recovery System since LoJack’s interface with law enforcement is both seamless and instantaneous.  On Tuesday September 15, 2009, a Miami-Dade PD officer in Miami, Florida began receiving the silent LoJack signal from the stolen SUV‘s LoJack unit and began tracking it by following the directional and signal strength cues on their LoJack Police Tracking Computer.  The officer located the stolen vehicle in front of a house in the 2900 block of N.W. 93rd Street.  Surveillance was established.  After a short while, a subject came out of the house, went inside of the vehicle and attempted to drive away.  A “felony stop” was conducted and the occupant was taken into custody without incident.  A brief interview was conducted, whereupon it was discovered that the suspect was the driver of the vehicle.  The suspect was arrested for Grand Theft Auto and transported to the district station for further investigation and processing, ultimately being delivered to the Dade County Jail.  The vehicle was recovered, removed from the N.C.I.C. system and towed to the police impound yard for safekeeping.  A LoJack Stolen Vehicle Police Recovery System was installed in this Infiniti FX35 on July 8, 2008 and has been protecting it ever since.
In an apparent case of a “gambling addiction” the owner of a 2005 Infiniti G-35 made arrangements with a friend to dispose of his vehicle before reporting it stolen.  The friend took possession of the vehicle and took it to a location in the City of Fontana, neither the owner nor his friend knew that it was LoJack equipped.  Three weeks later the owner reported his 2005 Infiniti G-35 stolen to law enforcement On 09-14-09, just six minutes after being activated, officers from the Fontana Police Department and San Bernardino Sheriff’s Flight Deputies flying Helicopter “40-KING-1” picked up the silent LoJack homing signal, which they tracked and “pinpointed” to a garage at a residence in the 16500 block of Reed Street.  The officers notified the San Bernardino County Auto Theft Task Force (SANCATT), who responded and assumed the investigation.  A search warrant was obtained and served on the residence and the stolen vehicle recovered from the garage.  Also recovered inside was a loaded stolen handgun from Las Vegas, Nevada and mail addressed to a possible suspect, who was on active parole.  The following day this suspect was taken into custody at his parole officer’s office.  He was later released when the investigation determined that he had no involvement with the theft and does not reside at the residence.  Warrants for Auto Theft, Conspiracy to Commit Insurance Fraud and Possession of Stolen Property, have been issued for the owner and his friend.  The owners friend is responsible for the stolen handgun being in the residence, in which is sister-in-law resides.  The undamaged vehicle is being held for further investigation. 
On 09-17-09, nine minutes after being activated, San Bernardino PD Officers picked up the silent LoJack homing signal from a stolen 1999 Nissan Pathfinder, which had just been reported to the San Bernardino Sheriff’s West Foothill Station.  The officers initiated a broadcast of the stolen vehicle information, their location and signal direction.  A sergeant assigned to the San Bernardino County Auto Theft Task Force (SANCATT) monitored the broadcast.  He too responded and assisted in tracking the stolen vehicle with his LoJack portable tracking computer.  The officers located the stolen vehicle in the driveway of a residence in the area of Darby and Ottono Streets.  Three male adult suspects were removing parts from the stolen pathfinder and placing them on another Nissan Pathfinder.  As the officers approached, one suspect ran to the other side of the vehicle and ducked down out of sight.  When the officers detained the suspects, they recovered a loaded, stolen, handgun on top of a tire on the vehicle that the one suspect ducked down behind.  Two of the three suspects were parolees including the one that hid the gun.  Also recovered were two sets of “shaved” keys and additional ammunition for the gun.  Based on the evidence at the scene and additional information, the suspects were arrested for Chop Shop Operation, Auto Theft, Possession of Stolen Property, and Parole Violation with enhancement Parolee in Possession of a Firearm.  SANCATT Investigators will be conducting further investigation on this case and classified this as a Chop Shop Operation, which is Chop Shop number 365 for LoJack Southern California Operations.    
LoJack of SAN DIEGO COUNTY: 

On 09-07-09, two deputies assigned to the San Diego County Sheriff’s Department in San Marcos, had just gotten in their patrol car at the Escondido Medical Center, when they received the silent signal from a stolen 1997 Honda Accord just five minutes after it had been reported stolen.  They advised other units of the signal and started tracking the signal in an eastbound direction. 

As they approached Rose St. and E. Valley Parkway a deputy assigned to the Valley Center station radioed that he was behind the vehicle at that location. 

The suspect was arrested and booked for auto theft and the car was recovered to be returned to the rightful owner.
On 09-09-09, an Escondido Police Officer was on routine patrol in the 400 block of N. Escondido Ave. when he received the silent signal from a stolen 2005 Nissan Sentra just four minutes after it had been reported stolen.  He started following the signal and observed the vehicle on Hickory Street.  When he activated his emergency lights to stop the vehicle, the driver sped away.  Just as the officer started to follow the vehicle, the driver ran a red light at Hickory Street and Mission Ave., and then hit another vehicle while going e/b on Mission Ave.  The driver started to run away, but was quickly apprehended.  Two passengers in the stolen car stayed in the car following the accident.  All suspects were ultimately booked for numerous violations relating to the stolen car, fleeing from a peace officer and felony hit and run.

On 09-11-09, a National City police officer was on patrol on E. Division St. when he received the silent signal from a stolen 2005 Chrysler Cruiser just fifteen minutes after it had been reported stolen.  He started tracking the signal e/b on E. Division Street and after a few seconds lost the signal.  With his knowledge of the LoJack tracking system and terrain, he continued on and again received the signal.  As the signal strength was increasing, he found himself on one side of a school but knew the car was close to his location.  He continued around the school and found the vehicle parked next to an apartment in the 4700 block of Solola Ave.  After observing a suspect sitting in the drivers’ seat, he summoned other officers for back-up.  Within a few seconds, and with back up officers in place, he arrested the suspect.  The suspect was booked for auto theft and the car was returned to the rightful owner without sustaining any damage. 

On 09-11-09, a San Diego County Sheriff’s Deputy assigned to the Lemon Grove station, was on patrol on Sweetwater Springs Blvd., when he received the silent signal from a stolen 2003 Cadillac Escalade just 16 minutes after it had been reported stolen.  As he started tracking the signal he notified other deputies of his activity.  A second deputy moved into the area to assist with locating the stolen vehicle and observed it on Austin Drive near Sweetwater Springs Blvd.  When the driver of the Cadillac observed the patrol car, he fled at a high rate of speed.  The suspect turned onto Calle Marinaro at such a high rate of speed that smoke was coming from the tires.  As the deputy turned onto Calle Marinaro, he observed the car pull into a driveway in the 10100 block and the driver was attempting to flee.  The suspect was ordered to stay in the vehicle and complied with the command.  The suspect admitted that he knew the car was stolen.  Further that he was paid by another man to take the car near the US/Mexico border and leave it in a parking lot.

No notable activities in LoJack of VENTURA COUNTY: LoJack of IMPERIAL COUNTY, LoJack of SANTA BARBARA,
LoJack SAN LUIS OBISPO COUNTY: 
On 09/10/09, CHP “Air 71” flight officers, who are stationed out of Paso Robles, picked up the silent LoJack homing signal from the 1996 Acura Integra, while on routine patrol, with their on board LoJack Police Tracking Computer.  The flight officers tracked the vehicle to the City of Greenfield, in Monterey County.  The flight officers observed the vehicle and requested CHP-King City Station ground units to respond to the area.  The officers conducted a traffic stop and detained the suspect for auto theft.  The suspect was questioned and later released.  The vehicle was impounded with a hold for investigators.  A thorough investigation was conducted by CHP investigators at the tow yard.  The investigators discovered that the vehicle had been VIN switched, cold plated, and registered in the name of the driver.  The investigators made contact with the suspect, who is currently on probation for running a Chop Shop, and took him into custody for 487 (a) PC (GTA) without incident.  This investigation is being conducted by Investigators from CHP-King City Station. 

MEXICO RECOVERIES: Mexico authorities recovered sixteen (16) US stolen vehicles during the month of September 2009.
On 09-01-09, the owner was alerted by his LoJack Early Warning that his 2008 Honda motorcycle was being moved.  He checked the last location where he had seen his motorcycle, and confirmed it had been stolen.  Within a few minutes the police entered it as stolen status.  Later that day, and in the following days, the Baja State Police and Federalies in Tijuana received the silent signal being emitted from the stolen motorcycle.  On 9-3-09, the Baja State Police were able to track the signal to a man operating the motorcycle in downtown Tijuana.  The driver/suspect claimed he had purchased the motorcycle for $850.00.  Due to lack of supporting evidence for his claim, he was incarcerated for auto-theft.
On 09-11-09, a police officer assigned to the Baja State Police in Tijuana Mexico was on patrol in downtown Tijuana when he received the silent signal from the stolen 2008 Toyota Corolla.  He and additional officers started following the silent signal, which led them to a house approximately two miles away.  They entered the house and located the stolen car as well as a suspect in the house.  The suspect admitted he knew the car was stolen and volunteered information about additional stolen vehicles.  The suspect then took the officers a short distance away where two additional stolen cars were recovered.  All the stolen cars were stored to be returned to the United States at a later date, and the suspect was booked for auto theft.
