HIGHLIGHT ACTIVITIES FOR THE MONTH OF October 2005: 

LoJack of LOS ANGELES COUNTY: On 10-6-05, a deputy from the LASD La Mirada Station picked up the silent code of a stolen 1998 Massey Ferguson Skip Loader as he was W/B on La Mirada Blvd and Imperial Highway.  After identifying the silent LoJack reply code he requested other units as well as LASD Air-7 for assistance.  When Air-7 arrived, the flight deputies tracked the signal and located the Skip Loader in a rear yard of a residence located in the 1500 block of Imperial Highway.  Assisting deputies arrived and approached on foot. As they neared the driveway, they could see the Skip Loader and the suspect.  When the suspect saw the deputies, he ran towards the back yard, but after deputies ordered him to stop, he complied. The suspect was detained and questioned by deputies and station detectives about how the Skip Loader arrived on his property. The only thing he could tell them was the “Tractor Guy” brought it to him. He denied ever driving the unit.  During a field investigation it was learned that not only did the suspect drive the Skip Loader on several occasions, but he ran into a mutual fence of the neighbors and damaged it. The suspect was then arrested and later booked PC RSP. The owners of the stolen Skip Loader responded to the location and obtained possession of the equipment. Value of this recovery was estimated at $39,000.


On 10-19-05, within seconds of the LoJack system activating, LASD Air-21 flight deputies picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2005 Chevrolet Silverado. The Air Unit notified a detective from the TRAP unit who was in the area. The Air Unit landed at a nearby station, picked up the TRAP detective and then tracked the LoJack signal to a fenced in area at about 120th Street and Central Ave. The TRAP detective called for other TRAP Units to respond to the location and set up a stake out of the yard. The detective landed, conferred with the other units at the location and then obtained a search warrant. The TRAP Unit conducted their investigation and recovered the LoJack stolen plus a 2005 Cadillac Escalade, 2002 Chevrolet Suburban and two 2003 Chevrolet Silverado trucks, for an estimated value in excess of $100,000. The 2002 and 2003 Chevrolets had been stripped and cut up into pieces. The investigation is ongoing and detectives are obtaining arrest warrants for the suspects involved.  TRAP detectives have classified this incident as a “chop shop” (#238 for LoJack system So Cal.)


On 10-18-05, detectives from the Harbor TRAP team picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 1995 Honda Accord. The detectives tracked the signal to 31st Street and Golden Ave. in the City of Long Beach. As vehicle appeared to be unoccupied, they set up a stake out. The detectives decided to check the vehicle to see if it had been partially stripped. As they approached the vehicle, they observed one female suspect reclined back in the driver’s seat. The detectives deployed and attempted to wake the suspect up. After several attempts of banging on the windows and getting no response from the suspect, the detectives opened the unlocked door and managed to get the suspect out of the vehicle. The suspect told the detectives that she was part of an all women theft ring that had stolen 12 vehicles over a two-night crime spree.  The suspects were stealing the stereos and other items, selling them to get money for methamphetamines. The detectives from the Harbor TRAP Unit are still investigating and so far they’ve been able to recover several of the other stolen vehicles and are pursuing arrest warrants on several of the other suspects. TRAP detectives have classified this incident as a “theft ring”. (#237 for LoJack system So Cal)
LoJack of SAN BERNARDINO: On 10-10-05, within minutes of the LoJack system activating, deputies flying in San Bernardino Sheriff’s Air 40K picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 1997 Mercury Grand Marquis and tracked it to the 1200 block of N. California Street. The Air Unit directed San Bernardino PD officers to the vehicle’s location where they safely apprehended one suspect. The suspect turned out to be a relative of the victim. The suspect was arrested for 10851 VC (DWOC). Detectives from the San Bernardino Police Department are investigating the case.

LoJack of SAN DIEGO COUNTY: On 10-14-05, a San Diego County Sheriffs’ Deputy assigned to the Encinitas station was on patrol on Encinitas Blvd. west of El Camino Real when he picked up the silent signal of a stolen 2005 Yamaha R-6 motorcycle just 35 minutes after it had been reported stolen. He tracked the signal for approximately 10-15 minutes and located the vehicle in an apartment complex on Saxony Road just north of Encinitas Blvd. The recovery location is approximately two blocks from the stolen location. The wires to the ignition had been cut and it appeared to the investigating deputies that the vehicle had been driven to the recovery location. A second motorcycle had been stolen at the same time and location as this motorcycle. However, it did not have LoJack installed and has not been recovered. 


On 10-20-05, SDSO patrol deputies picked up a silent signal from the stolen 1998 Audi A4 on their on-board LoJack tracking computer during routine patrol duties. The deputies tracked the stolen vehicle to the area of the 1000 block of Anza Ave. The stolen Audi A4 (taken in a residential burglary) was located, parked in the driveway of a residence. Two suspects were leaving the location in a stolen 2002 Volvo S60. The deputies conducted traffic stop, and took the suspects into custody for 487(d) PC (GTA) without incident. Detectives from the Encinitas Station responded to the location and conducted a follow-up investigation that connected the suspects to three (3) residence burglaries where three vehicles were taken along with personal property of the victims. Detectives located and connected an additional two (2) stolen vehicles, which were taken in residential burglaries, to the suspects. The additional stolen vehicles were a 1991 BMW 325I, and a 2005 Cadillac Escalade. Detectives from the SDSO, Encinitas Station, have classified this incident as a “Theft Ring”. (#239 for LOJACK) 
LoJack of ORANGE COUNTY:
On 10-10-05, within minutes of activation Air Born Law Enforcement (ABLE) Air-Eagle flight officers picked up the silent code of a fresh stolen 1996 Acura TL taken from the city of Orange.  They identified the signal and began tracking the vehicle into the city of Santa Ana. Air-“Eagle” radioed the location to ground units from Santa Ana PD and within minutes, the vehicle was spotted rolling. Ground units from the Santa Ana PD observed the vehicle and initiated a felony traffic stop at Eddinger Ave and Greenville, taking the suspect into custody without further incident. The suspect was later booked VC 10851 DWOC and the vehicle returned to its owner, undamaged. (NOTE; AFTER TEN YEARS, LOJACK COMES THRU AGAIN-“IN CUSTODY”)

LoJack of RIVERSIDE COUNTY: On 10-24-05, within six minutes of activation, a CHP Officer assigned to the Riverside Area Station picked up the signal from the Corona PD stolen 2002 Ingersol Skid Steer, at Jayhawk and Camino Real in Mira Loma, which is located in the unincorporated area of Riverside County. Initiating a broadcast of the LoJack stolen vehicle information, his location and signal direction, additional units were requested to assist. He tracked and “isolated” the signal, a short distance away, to a residence in the 4600 block of Brookhill Terrace, where he observed the stolen Skid Steer. Inland Division Investigative Services Unit (ISU), were requested to respond to the location.  
Officers contacted an elderly female inside the home, who stated that her son owns a construction company. As they were conducting their investigation a male adult arrived (son of the owner) driving a truck, towing a trailer with another skid steer.  The trailer was a reported stolen from a Home Depot and the 1999 Ingersol Skid Steer, stolen from the same location as the LoJack equipped skid steer. The suspect, who made numerous conflicting statements, was arrested for Auto Theft and Receiving Stolen Property. Officers estimated this recovery at about $65,000.00.    
 


No notable activities in LoJack of VENTURA COUNTY, LoJack of IMPERIAL COUNTY, or LoJack of SANTA BARBARA County: 


MEXICO RECOVERIES: The California Highway Patrol Mexico Liaison unit recovered (11) LoJack equipped stolen vehicles from Mexico during the month of October 05. 


Agencies posting custody incidents at termination of tracking were as follows:


On 9-23-05, within a short time of the LoJack system activating, a deputy from the LASD Compton Station picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 1994 Chevrolet Suburban. The deputy tracked it to a residence located in the 1800 block of Pixley Street where he observed several male gang members removing the tires and rims off of the vehicle. The deputy requested backup units and when they arrived, they deployed taking all four suspects into custody. The suspects were arrested for a variety of charges from 487(D) PC (GTA) to 496.1 PC (RSP). The next day, the detectives questioned the suspects who admitted stealing the vehicle and several others. The suspects were taking and selling the tires, rims, stereo and video equipment to support their gang activity. The detectives conducted a follow up and recovered several other vehicles that had been stolen by the suspects for an approximate total value of $30,000. Detectives have classified this as a theft ring. (#234 for LoJack system, So Calif)


On 9-30-05, within minutes of the LoJack system activating, officers working Newton Division picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2004 Cadillac Escalade. The officers tracked it to a tire shop located in the 3100 block of Avalon Blvd. The officers observed employees at the location removing the tires and rims from the stolen vehicle. The officers quickly deployed, taking the suspects safely into custody. The officers checked the area and were able to locate several witnesses who advised them they had seen the suspects driving the stolen vehicle and saw them placing parts from the stolen vehicle into a vehicle that was still parked in the business. The officers check the vehicle and recovered numerous stolen parts inside the suspect’s vehicle. The officers arrested the suspects for 496 PC (RSP). Detectives from LAPD’s BAD responded to the location and assisted in the investigation.  This was not the first time officers had recovered stolen vehicles at the tire shop. Detectives from BAD conducted a follow up investigation, gathered additional evidence and were able to get a 250 PC (Chop Shop) filing on the suspect. Great work by all involved.

On 10-1-05 LAPD Air-11 flight officers picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 1993 Mazda MPV. The Air Unit observed the vehicle being driven by one male suspect. The Air Unit directed officers on the ground to the vehicle’s location. The officers conducted a felony traffic stop, taking the suspect into custody. It turned out that the suspect was a friend of the victim. The suspect was arrested for 10851 VC (DWOC). LASD, Lancaster Station Detectives are conducting the investigation.

On 10-3-05, LAPD Air-11 flight officers advised that they had picked up the silent code of a stolen 2005 GMC Yukon and had tracked it to a tire shop in the 6000 block of Sanford Ave, city of LA. A Commercial Crimes detective monitored the radio broadcast and notified his team of the track.  Due to the heavy theft of SUVs where the thieves take tires and rims sometimes valued near $20,000, CCD BAD detectives along with Metropolitan officers responded to the location and set up containment and surveillance.  The detectives watched as they observed two male adult subjects working on various cars at the tire shop, and then observed them removing the tires and wheels replacing them with other tires and wheels.  The detectives moved in and detained both suspects.  After a short interview, both were arrested and later booked PC 496(a) RSP. DDA has filed VC10801 Chop Shop The vehicle was stored with only minor damage to the ignition and steering column. NOTE Detectives have classified this as a Chop Shop. (#235 for LoJack system).  NOTE: VICTIM WAS NOTIFIED OF THE THEFT BY LOJACK EARLY WARNING RESULTING IN THIS ARREST.


On 10-04-05, LAPD North Hollywood patrol officers picked up a silent signal from the stolen 2003 Mitsubishi Montero on their on-board LOJACK tracking computer (fifteen minutes after activation) during routine patrol duties. The officers tracked the silent signal to the area of Moorpark Street and Lankershim Blvd. The vehicle was parked and unoccupied. The officers set up surveillance on the vehicle, while requesting detectives from CECATS (Auto Task Force) to respond to their location. The detectives contacted the Ventura County Sheriffs Department and received a name and description of the suspect. The detectives observed a suspect matching the description given to them by the Sheriff’s Department, standing on the sidewalk. The patrol officers conducted a pedestrian stop, and identified the suspect as the person involved in the theft. A key fitting the stolen vehicle was recovered from the suspect’s pocket.  The suspect stated that he was on parole for grand theft auto. Detectives took the suspect into custody for 487 (a) PC (GTA); Detectives from LAPD CECATS (Auto Task Force) are handling the investigation.     

On 10-04-05, a Riverside County Sheriffs’ Deputy assigned to the Jurupa Station, had just left the station when he picked up the silent code of a stolen 1999 Chevrolet Silverado. He tracked the signal for approximately two miles and observed the Chevrolet parked in a driveway. He, assisted by other deputies, approached the house and was met by a female. At first the female denied she had driven the vehicle. However, when the deputy talked to the suspects’ grandmother it was determined that the suspect had in fact arrived in the vehicle. A male suspect in the house denied having been in the truck also. As the interview continued with the male suspect, he was found to have evidence on his person that tied him to the stolen Chevrolet. Both suspects were arrested/booked for auto theft and the vehicle was recovered without sustaining any damage. 

On 10-4-05, several gang member suspects forced their way into the victim’s 1993 Lexus 300 and drove off with the victim in the vehicle. The victim was later located having been released unharmed, but his vehicle was still missing. On 10-7-05, officers from the LAPD Hollywood Division picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 1993 Lexus 300 and followed the signal to 1425 N. Cherokee Ave. where they observed the vehicle parked in a post office parking lot, unoccupied. The officer’s set up a stakeout of the vehicle and within a short time, they observed one male suspect enter the vehicle and drive away. The officers requested back-up units and when they arrived; they conducted a felony traffic stop, taking the suspect into custody without incident. The suspect is a known gang member who is on probation for 10851 VC (DWOC). The suspect was arrested for 487(D) PC (GTA). Hollywood Detectives are investigating the case.


On 10-05-05, officers from the CHP-Riverside Station picked up a silent signal from the stolen 2002 Chevrolet Trailblazer on their on-board LoJack tracking computer during routine patrol duties. The officers tracked the stolen vehicle while requesting other units to respond to the area of the 91 Freeway and Arlington Ave. The officers observed the stolen vehicle with paper plates, and containing four suspects. Officers conducted a felony traffic stop at Riverside Drive and Arlington Ave. Three of the suspects were taken into custody into custody for 10851 (a) VC (DWOC), and 496 PC (RSP) without incident. Two of the suspects were on probation. The fourth suspect was released. Investigators from CHP-Riverside Station are handling this case.

On 10-5-05, within an hour of the LoJack system activating, a deputy from the LASD Bellflower Station picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2003 Chevrolet Silverado. The deputy observed the vehicle being driven by one female suspect. The deputy requested back-up units and when they arrived, they conducted a felony traffic stop taking the suspect into custody at Artesia Blvd. and Lakewood Blvd. The suspect turned out to be a relative of the victim. The suspect was arrested for 602 WIC 10851 VC (DWOC). Detectives from the Bellflower Station are investigating the case.


On 10-5-05, an officer from the Alhambra Police Department picked up the silent code of a stolen 2004 Toyota Sequoia, which had been reported as a Fraudulent, purchased vehicle.  After notifying assisting units, he continued tracking and located the vehicle parked and occupied at Granada and El Molino Avenues.  With the assistance of other officers, the subject was detained and identified as the possible suspect.  Detectives from TRAP responded and interviewed the suspect. He was later booked VC 10851 DWOC. The vehicle was later released to the dealer, undamaged. 

(It should be noted, the suspect had ordered LoJack when he obtained the vehicle and later returned to the dealership on 9-22-05 to have the system installed.)


On 10-06-05, LAPD Foothill Division officers picked up a silent signal from the stolen 2003 Dodge R15 on their on-board LOJACK tracking computer during routine patrol duties. The officers tracked the vehicle while requesting back up units and the air unit to respond to the area of Tuxford Street in Sun Valley. The officers observed the vehicle W/B on Sunland Blvd and conducted a traffic stop at Sunland Blvd and Joanna Street, where they took the suspect into custody for a parole violation, without incident. Investigation revealed that the suspect was named on the original vehicle theft report. Suspect took his wife’s vehicle without permission. LASD Lancaster Station detectives are conducting the investigation. 


On 10-7-05, Officers from the Riverside CHP area picked up the silent code of a Pomona PD stolen 2005 Nissan Frontier within minutes of entry into the stolen system.  After obtaining the description, they tracked the vehicle to city of Bloomington and located the vehicle in the 18800 block of 3rd St.   The vehicle had been mobile and was now stationary.  The officers set up surveillance and within minutes, observed a male enter the vehicle. The officers deployed on the vehicle and arrested him without further incident.  During the investigation, the officers located numerous stolen checks, which after searching several locations tied the suspect into a check kiting operation. The suspect was booked VC10851 DWOC, PC RSP, PC 487(h) GTA and the vehicle was stored undamaged.


On 10-07-05, two Chula Vista Police Officers were in the area of 3rd St. and Moss when they  picked up the silent code of a stolen 1999 Dodge truck. They tracked the signal to 4th St. and H St. where they observed the vehicle being operated by a suspect.  When the emergency lights were activated to stop the vehicle, the driver fled and a short pursuit ensued. The female suspect fled the vehicle on foot, but was soon apprehended.  The suspect was arrested/booked for driving a stolen vehicle and the vehicle was recovered with minimal damage.


On 10-8-05, within minutes of the LoJack system activating, officers working LAPD Wilshire Division picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2003 GMC Yukon. The officers tracked the signal to the area of Coliseum Street and Redondo Blvd. The officer observed one male suspect driving the vehicle. Several back-up units had joined the officers and they conducted a felony traffic stop, taking the suspect into custody without incident. The officers discovered that the victim had been taking a shower and the suspect, who was her cousin, had taken the keys off her dresser and stolen her vehicle. The suspect admitted stealing the vehicle. The suspect was arrested for 10851 VC (DWOC). Detectives from Southwest Division will be investigating the case.


On 10-10-05, a Riverside County Sheriffs’ Deputy assigned to the Jurupa Station had just cleared a call at a house and returned to his patrol car. As he got in his vehicle he observed the silent code of a stolen 2000 Chrysler 300 that from the LoJack tracker appeared to be very close. He looked down the street and observed the stolen vehicle approximately 100 yards from his location. The deputy drove to the stolen Chrysler and took the driver into custody. The suspect was booked for auto-theft and the vehicle was recovered without sustaining any damage.


On 10-10-05, Hemet Police Department Patrol Officers picked up the silent signal from the stolen 2005 Toyota Tacoma on their on-board LOJACK tracking computer during routine patrol duties.  The officers tracked the stolen vehicle while requesting back-up units. The vehicle was located in the area of Whittier Ave and Yale Street, where officers observed the vehicle parked at a residence. The officers conducted a -follow-up investigation at the location. The suspect was located, and he admitted to taking the vehicle. The suspect told the officers that he took the victim’s vehicle because he was stranded in Hemet and needed to get home. The suspect related to the officers that he had just been released from jail. Suspect was taken into custody for 10851 V.C. (DWOC), without incident. Detectives from the Hemet Police Department are conducting the investigation.  


On 10-10-05, LAPD Air 3 flight officers picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 1991 Toyota Camry. The Air Unit observed the vehicle stop in the area of 66th Street and Holmes Ave, where two male suspects exited the vehicle and attempted to hide from the officers. The Air Unit requested LASD ground units to assist in apprehending the suspects. The ground units arrived and took both suspects into custody. The passenger suspect was questioned and released. The driver suspect was arrested for 10851 VC (DWOC) and 496 PC (RSP). The driver suspect had utilized a ‘shaved key’ to steal the vehicle. Century Station Detectives are investigating the case.


On 10-13-05, El Monte PD Air-45 flight officers picked up the silent signal of a stolen 1999 GMC Suburban with in minutes of activation by Riverside County Sheriff’s Dept.  They tracked the vehicle to the City of Industry and located the vehicle W/ B on the 60 Freeway.  Air-45 contacted Industry deputies and notified them of the direction of travel.  The vehicle then merges S/B on the 605 Freeway at which time LASD Air-21 flight deputies joined in and assumed primary position and communication with Industry deputies. The air ships followed the vehicle S/B and as it neared Whittier Blvd, the suspect apparently rear-ended a vehicle stopped for heavy traffic.  The suspect exited the vehicle and began talking to the driver of the vehicle he hit.  Industry deputies arrived on the scene and arrested the suspect without further incident.  California Highway Patrol officers arrived and handled the collision. The suspect was transported back to Industry Station and was booked VC10851 DWOC.  


On 10-14-05, deputies from the LASD Norwalk station picked up the silent code of a stolen 2005 Caterpillar Forklift while in the county area of Whittier near Meyer Rd and Leffingwell.  After identifying the LoJack code, they began tracking it to the 1200 block of Leffingwell.  LASD Air-7 flight deputies responded to assist and spotted the Forklift in a pallet yard surrounded by pallets.  Deputies responded to that location and contacted the owner. A field investigation determined that the owner of the pallet business had paid $1,500 and allegedly traded an old forklift for the stolen one, valued at $14,500.  Station detectives did not arrest him at this time pending investigation. The forklift was returned to the rental agency, undamaged.   


On 10-17-05, within an hour of the LoJack system activating, officers working LAPD Hollywood Division picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2004 Toyota Corolla. The officers, with the help of LAPD Air-11, were able to track the signal to a parking lot located to the rear of 6066 Franklin Ave. where they observed one male suspect seated in the driver’s seat. The suspect looked in the officer’s direction and the foot chase was on. The officers, with the assistance of the Air Unit and additional backup units, were able to locate the suspect hiding in a trash dumpster with the lid close. The officers took the suspect into custody without incident. The suspect was arrested for 10851 VC (DWOC). This is the second time the victim’s vehicle has been stolen within two months, each time getting it back with LoJack.

In October 2005, a Honda dealership was approached by a customer who obtained a 2001 Honda Accord by of filing a false credit application and giving checks that were not his as a down payment.  On 10-18, 05, when the dealership learned of the false information, they contacted T.R.A.P. detectives. After confirming the credit application was false among other evidence, and learning that the person who purchased the vehicle was a “parolee” who was on active Parole for the same thing, the vehicle was placed into the stolen system which activated the silent code of the hidden LoJack.  Unknown to the dealer, suspect and the detectives, the vehicle had been previously equipped with a LoJack retrieve system. Within the same minute of activation, El Monte PD Air-45 was on a flight photo mission and picked up the silent code of the stolen Honda. They located it parked and unoccupied in Baldwin Park.  T.R.A.P. detectives and Baldwin PK PD were notified. A stake out was set up on the vehicle and when the detectives made a “RUSE” phone call, the suspect left his house, and walked around the block to the vehicle. Once he entered the vehicle, the detectives deployed, taking the suspect into custody without further incident.  Detectives have filed four (4) felony charges against the suspect. The vehicle was released to the dealership who sold it, undamaged.


On 10-18-05, within eleven minutes of activation, a Riverside Area CHP Officer acquired the silent signal from the Corona PD stolen 2002 Ford F-150 Truck, while completing a report in the Park and Ride parking lot, adjacent to the 60 Freeway, in the City of Riverside. She initiated a broadcast of the LoJack activation and requested additional units to assist, as she began tracking the signal in an E/B direction on the freeway. The units tracked the signal for approximately six miles into the City of Moreno Valley. As they approached Day Street, the signal moved to a S/B direction off the freeway, and was “isolated” in the parking lot of a shopping center, where the vehicle was located unoccupied. Surveillance was established and within ten minutes they observed a male adult suspect approach and enter the vehicle. The officers deployed taking the suspect into without incident. He also displayed objective symptoms of being under the influence of a controlled substance (methamphetamine). The suspect, a parolee for drug violations and prior GTA’s, was arrested for GTA (admitting to the theft) Receiving Stolen Property, Possession of Methamphetamine and Parole Violation. The undamaged vehicle was towed and stored. This was the second LoJack activation and arrest for this officer in less than two weeks.  


On 10-19-05, a deputy from the Los Angeles County Sheriff’s San Dimas station was at the intersection of Arrow Highway and Cienega when his LoJack equipped patrol vehicle picked up the silent signal of a stolen 2001 BMW 330.  The signal was full strength and pointed to a parking lot on the corner. The deputy observed the vehicle in the parking lot and noticed a male adult standing next to it.  Assisting deputies arrived and detained the suspect. A field investigation resulted in the keys to the vehicle being found in his possession. The suspect was arrested and later booked PC 496 RSP. Two other males in the lot were also arrested on unrelated charges. The vehicle was stored with minor damage.


On 10-20-05, an Ontario PD air unit picked up the silent code of a stolen 1993 Nissan Maxima while flying neat the Pomona City Limits.  They radioed Pomona PD detectives of the hit and possible location of the vehicle. Auto Theft detectives responded and pinpointed the signal to a parking stall in an alley . As they neared the vehicle, they observed the suspect getting out of the stolen Nissan. He was immediately taken into custody without further incident. During a field pat down search, shaved keys were found on his person as well as other stolen component parts from the stolen vehicle. He was arrested and later booked VC 10851, PC466 Possession of Burglar tools and probation violation. The vehicle was later returned to the owner with only minor damage.

On 10-20-05, a Cathedral City PD Officer acquired the activation from the Redlands PD stolen 2003 Toyota Camry, as he was patrolling the area of Palm Canyon and Perez Road. The officer initiated a broadcast of the stolen vehicle information, his location and signal direction. Requesting additional units to assist he began tracking the signal in an E/B direction. Several units responded and they triangulated the signal, tracking and isolating it to a mobile home park on East Palm Canyon Drive. The officers located the stolen vehicle parked, unoccupied, in a driveway adjacent to a mobile home. While conducting their investigation, a male adult exited the residence and was detained and questioned. Being the only occupant of the residence, he was arrested for Receiving Stolen Property and the undamaged vehicle was towed and stored.  

On 10-21-05, within an hour of the LoJack system activating, officers flying Huntington Beach PD Air “HB-1” picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2002 Ford Explorer. The Air Unit directed ground units to the vehicle’s location at Beach Blvd. and Adams Ave. The officers observed two suspects inside the vehicle. The male suspect was driving and a female suspect was the passenger. The officers found that the suspects were former friends of the victim and had somehow acquired the keys to the vehicle. The suspects were arrested for 10851 VC (DWOC). Huntington Beach Detectives are investigating the case.


On 10-21-05, officers from LAPD Newton Division picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 1994 Nissan Altima. The officers tracked the signal to 42nd Street and McKinley Ave. where they observed one female juvenile suspect driving the vehicle. The officers conducted a felony traffic stop, taking the suspect safely into custody. The suspect claimed she got the vehicle from a friend but couldn’t remember the friend’s name. The suspect was arrested for 602 WIC 487(D) PC (GTA). Southeast Detectives are investigating the case.

On 10-22-05, an officer from San Diego PD Western Division picked up the silent signal of a stolen 2001 Ford F150 in the area of Bancroft and Meade. After obtaining the description, he continued tracking, but lost the moving signal S/B 805 Freeway at El Cajon Blvd. SDPD officers from Eastern Division picked up the signal and tracked it to 36rh St and El Cajon blvd where they located the vehicle in a gas station. The suspect who was inside the vehicle was taken into custody without further incident. He was transported to the San Diego Jail and booked VC10851. The vehicle was towed and stored undamaged.


On 10-22-05, a deputy from the LASD Carson Station picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 1992 Lexus 400. The deputy tracked the signal to Archibald Ave. and 218th Street where he observed the vehicle parked and appeared to be unoccupied.  As the deputy was setting up for a stake-out of the vehicle, he observed the vehicle drive away. The deputy observed the vehicle stop in the driveway of a residence in the 300 block of W. 218th Street. The deputy stopped the suspect and when additional units arrived, they took the suspect into custody. The suspect claimed he got the vehicle from “some guy” at a known drug users’ location. The suspect was arrested for 10851 VC (DWOC). Carson Station Detectives are investigating the case.

On 10-22-05, a San Diego Sheriff’s Deputy assigned to the Imperial Beach Station acquired the activation from the San Diego PD stolen 2001 Chrysler Sebring. He initiated a broadcast of the stolen vehicle information, his location and signal direction. Requesting additional units to assist he began tracking the signal into the City of Chula Vista. The deputy proceeded S/B on Eastlake Drive, where he located the stolen vehicle being driven by one male adult suspect. Assisted by an additional (K-9) unit a felony vehicle stop was conducted on Avenida Beltera south of Miguel Road. The suspect was taken into custody without incident and arrested for Auto Theft and Receiving Stolen Property, and the undamaged vehicle was towed and stored.  


On 10-23-05, LAPD Mission Division patrol officers picked up a silent signal from the stolen 2004 Lexus R330 on their on-board LOJACK tracking computer during routine patrol duties.  The officers tracked the silent signal to a parking lot in the area of Hubbard Ave and the 210 Freeway. The officers located the stolen vehicle, which was parked and unoccupied. The officers set up surveillance on the vehicle, while requesting detectives from CECATS (Auto Task Force) to respond to their location. Detectives from CECATS observed a possible suspect driving a 2005 Infiniti FX3 drive in and out of the parking lot numerous times. Patrol officers attempted a traffic stop on the suspect driving the 2005 Infiniti, the suspect failed to stop and a vehicle pursuit ensued. At the termination of the pursuit, detectives took the suspect into custody for 487 (a) PC (GTA), without further incident. Detectives recovered a key that belonged to the stolen Lexus in the suspect’s pocket, along with other property taken from the Lexus. The 2005 Infiniti FX3 that the suspect was driving was also stolen. The suspect is a gang member who is on Parole. Detectives from LAPD CECATS (Auto Task Force) are handling the investigation.     

On 10-25-05, officers from Long Beach PD picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2001 Jeep Grand Cherokee and tracked it to 6475 Atlantic Blvd. The officers observed the vehicle parked and unoccupied. After several minutes, the officers observed two male suspects hanging around the stolen vehicle. They observed the suspect get into the vehicle and drive away. The officers attempted to stop the suspects but they sped away. The suspects pulled into a dead end street and the driver suspect abandoned the vehicle while it was still moving. The vehicle followed the suspect, almost hitting him. The suspects were taken into custody. The suspects had been at the skateboard park and took the victim’s keys, trying the alarm until they found the right vehicle. Long Beach Detectives are investigating the case


On 10-26-05, Air-EAGLE flight officers were patrolling the Orange County area when they picked up the silent code of a Culver City stolen 1997 Honda Accord within minutes of entry. After obtaining the description, they tracked the signal to the City of Santa Ana and began searching. In a few minutes they observed the vehicle moving N/B and contacted ground units from Santa Ana PD. They continued following the vehicle until the ground units caught u to the vehicle and effected a felony traffic stop in the 1200 block of English, taking three suspect into custody without further incident.  The suspects were taken to Santa Ana and booked VC 10851. The vehicle was stored and was undamaged.
