HIGHLIGHT ACTIVITIES FOR THE MONTH OF November 2007: 

LoJack of LOS ANGELES COUNTY: 
On 11-6-07, a home invasion robbery was committed by four suspects at a residence in Redondo Beach. The victim was tied up and beaten until he told the suspects the location of his valuables. The suspects took both of the victim’s Mercedes and other valuable property. Upon freeing himself, the victim notified police who, after processing the stolen report entered the Mercedes information into the law enforcement statewide stolen vehicle system (SVS/NCIC) computer. Detectives called the Mercedes Company but were unable to obtain the vehicle’s location using their GPS system. Within five minutes of the LoJack system activating, deputies from the E. LA Station picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2007 Mercedes 600. The deputies observed the vehicle in traffic being driven by one female suspect, with one male suspect as passenger. The deputies conducted a high risk traffic stop, taking both suspects into custody. Redondo Beach Detectives responding to the location were able to get the suspects identified as the robbery suspects and recovered some of the victim’s stolen property. The Detectives were unaware at the time they entered the vehicle in the system that it was LoJack equipped and were surprised when they were notified by LASD. The Detectives were able to obtain additional information which led to the serving of several search warrants, recovery of more of the victim’s property and possible leads to the other suspects. The second vehicle, which was not LoJack equipped, was soon recovered in Northern California and information obtained for additional search warrants. The two suspects were arrested and filed on for 207 PC (Kidnapping), 211PC (Robbery) and a list of other charges. Redondo Beach Detectives are still investigating the case.
On 11-1-07, the victim discovered that suspects had entered his garage, broke into one of his vehicles found the keys to his Cadillac in the console and then stole it.  Upon discovery of the theft, victim notified police who, after processing the stolen report entered the Cadillac information into the law enforcement statewide stolen vehicle system (SVS/NCIC) computer. Within ten minutes of the LoJack system activating, officers from 77th Street Division picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen Cadillac Escalade. The officers tracked it to a parking lot in the area of Western Ave. and Century Blvd. where they observed the vehicle parked and unoccupied. The officers requested additional units and set up a surveillance of the vehicle. Within the hour, the officers observed a 2005 Nissan pull up next to the stolen vehicle and two male suspects exited the Nissan, looked around and entered the stolen vehicle. The suspects drove off with three male suspects in the Nissan following. When back-up units arrived, they were going to stop the vehicles. The suspects in the Cadillac suddenly stopped their vehicle and took off running on foot. The officers gave chase and eventually recovered both vehicles and apprehended all five suspects. The suspects were interviewed by the officers and detectives. Their investigation found the suspects were stealing vehicles, being paid to take them to a business where they would strip the third row seats and other parts. The suspects were arrested for 487 PC (Grand Theft Auto) and 182 PC (Conspiracy to commit Grand Theft). The case is currently being investigated by 77th Street Detectives and Burglary Auto Theft Division Detectives. 

On 11-2-07, TRAP Detectives tracked and located with the assistance of LAPD Air Support a 1999 Cadillac Deville that was parked on 27th and Hoover.  As TRAP Detectives were setting up, they noticed that it was occupied.  The lone suspect made a U-turn and saw the detectives.  TRAP detectives approached ordering the suspect out of the vehicle and noticed that he was smoking what appeared to be Methamphetamine. They again ordered the suspect out, at which time, the suspect raced his engine and slammed into one of the detectives vehicle nearly missing him.  He then tried to run over the second detective who jumped out of the way.  At this time, LAPD Newton Division arrived as the suspect drove off failing to yield.  The pursuit lasted thru several cities and after running thru fences and numerous objects, hitting vehicles, LAPD called off the pursuit as the vehicle entered South Gate. South Gate PD assisted with the apprehension when the vehicle finally stopped due to tire damage and took the suspect into custody after a short struggle.  The TRAP detectives arrived and assumed the investigation.  According to the lead detective, nine felony charges were filed against this suspect who was a “Parolee at large and had recently been released from prison. 
On 11-13-07, officers from the CHP W.LA Station picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2001 GMC Yukon. The officers were able to track the vehicle to the carport area of an apartment building located at Felton Ave. and Century Blvd. The officers walked to the rear parking area and observed the stolen vehicle there partially stripped and no suspects. While they were back there, a male suspect drove into the rear area in a 2002 Chevrolet Avalanche. They observed the suspect to be dirty and greasy as if he’d been working on vehicles. They checked the license plate and it returned stolen. The suspect was taken into custody. Their investigation found the suspect had been stripping vehicles in the parking area. A third stolen vehicle was also recovered. The suspect was arrested for 487(D) PC (Grand Theft Auto) and several other related charges. West LA Investigators are investigating the case.

On 11-15-07, Officers assigned to the LAPD Operations Valley Bureau Motel Task Force picked up a silent signal from the stolen 2001 Multiquip Generator on their on-board LOJACK tracking computer during routine patrol duties. The officers tracked the stolen equipment to Wystone Ave and Salt Lake Place. The stolen generator was in the back of a Toyota truck, and had been removed from the trailer. Operations Valley Bureau Motel Task Force officers, and CECATS Detectives conducted the investigation at the scene. The Multiquip generator and truck were impounded for latent print technicians. Detectives from LAPD BAD CATS are conducting the investigation.    

On 11-17-07, within thirty minutes of the LoJack system activating, officers from the Inglewood PD picked up the LoJack signal from the victim’s stolen 2003 Cadillac Escalade. They tracked it to the area of 97th Street and Myrtle Ave where they observed the vehicle parked and unoccupied. As back-up units were arriving to conduct surveillance, they observed two male suspects enter the vehicle and drive away. The officers conducted a high risk traffic stop, taking the suspects into custody. Their investigation found the driver suspect stated he did not steal the vehicle from the college, but observed it parked on a street in Inglewood and knowing the vehicle was already stolen, he took it anyway. The driver was arrested for 487(D) PC (Grand Theft Auto) and other felony warrants. The other suspect was questioned and released. Inglewood Detectives are investigating the case.
On 11-21-07, the victim, who lives in Las Vegas Nevada, left for the weekend and upon returning home to his apartment, noticed someone had broken into it and had taken the vehicle keys and his 2002 Chevrolet Silverado. He then reported the vehicle stolen to the Las Vegas Metro Police who entered the vehicle information into the Nevada State stolen system and NCIC. Within two minutes of activation and hundreds of miles from Las Vegas, deputies from the Los Angeles County Sheriffs Lennox Station were in the area of South Los Angeles when they picked up the silent LoJack signal of the stolen Chevrolet Silverado.  After obtaining the description, they continued tracking the signal for approximately 10 miles and located the vehicle parked in a parking lot at Crenshaw and Rosecrans Blvd in the city of Gardena.  As they approached the vehicle they observed a male adult sitting behind the steering wheel and immediately took him into custody without further incident.  During the cursory search of his person, they located the vehicle keys in his pocket.  The suspect was arrested and later booked for PC 496 RSP (receiving stolen property). Authorities at Las Vegas Metro Police will conduct the follow up investigation. 

On 11-26-07, deputies from the LASD Industry Station picked up the silent LoJack signal of a stolen 2007 Lincoln Navigator within minutes of entry by El Monte PD as stolen. After obtaining the description, they tracked the signal to the Whittier Narrows dam area and located the vehicle containing two juvenile subjects and 2 adult subjects.  All subjects were detained and taken into custody for further investigation. Suspects were booked VC 10851 and the vehicle later returned to the victim, undamaged.
On 11-26-07, LAPD West Valley Division patrol officers picked up a silent signal from the stolen 1993 Toyota Camry on their on-board LOJACK tracking computer during routine patrol duties. The officers tracked the silent signal from Sherman Way and Lindley Ave, to Wilber Ave and Sherman Way. The vehicle was parked on the street, and was unoccupied. “Air 3“and additional units responded to the location to assist with the surveillance. A short time later, officers observed the suspect enter the vehicle, make a u-turn, and drive S/B on Wilbur Ave. The suspect observed the officers following him, pulled over to the curb, and then fled from the officers. The officers then engaged in a televised vehicle pursuit. The suspect stopped the vehicle on the 101 freeway, and fled across the freeway on foot. Officers located the suspect and took him into custody for 215 PC (Car Jacking), 2800.2 VC (Felony Evading), without further incident. LAPD Southwest Detectives are conducting this investigation.
LoJack of SAN BERNARDINO: 
On 11-01-07, within thirteen minutes of activation, CHP Officers assigned to the San Bernardino Area picked up the silent LoJack signal from the Riverside PD stolen 2003 Chrysler 300. They initiated an area wide broadcast of the activation and tracked the signal to a residence in the 1800 block of Porter Street, in the City of San Bernardino. The vehicle was parked, unoccupied, in the driveway and the officer’s notified Inland Division I.S.U. to assist. Surveillance was established, and during this time two suspects entered the vehicle and drove it down the street, where they parked it and returned to the residence. As the I.S.U. Team arrived they observed the same two male suspects enter another GMC Yukon and drive off. A felony stop was made and both suspects taken into custody. The passenger had keys to the stolen vehicle and the driver had identification to another person, and identified himself as that person. The investigation disclosed that the vehicle was purchased by fraudulent means. Both suspects were arrested for Auto Theft, Possession of Stolen Property and False Identification to a Police Officer. The case was turned over to Riverside PD Auto Theft Detectives and the undamaged vehicle was towed and stored.
On 11-06-07, San Bernardino Sheriff’s Flight Deputies flying “40-KING-3” along with other law enforcement agencies in the Inland Empire, acquired the silent LoJack signal from the Upland PD stolen 1997 Toyota Camry. After completing several high priority calls, “40-KING-3” began tracking the “moving” vehicle from the area of Grove Avenue and San Bernardino Road. The vehicle had been taken from a bowling alley in the City of Upland, where the victim had left the keys in the car. The Flight Deputies advised ground units of the general location of the vehicle and an Upland PD unit observed the vehicle at 9th Street and Grove Avenue. Three female and two male juvenile suspects occupied the vehicle, with a female as the driver. A vehicle stop was conducted at 7th and 11th Avenues, with the driver fleeing on foot. The other suspects were taken into custody at the vehicle and “40-KING”, utilizing the FLIR (forward locating infra-red) system, on the helicopter located the driver hiding in some bushes a short distance away. All of the suspects were arrested for Auto Theft and Possession of Stolen Property. The vehicle was later released to the victim, undamaged.
On 11-20-07, a deputy working the city of Loma Linda picked up the silent LoJack signal of a stolen 2004 Chevrolet Avalanche. After obtaining the description, he requested additional units to respond to the area. Another deputy responded with his LoJack equipped vehicle and also picked up the silent signal.  As the assisting deputy was tracking the signal E/B on the I-10 Freeway, he observed the vehicle and made positive identification.  A felony traffic stop was initiated on the I-10 and Ford St where the vehicle pulled to the curb.  Two suspects were taken into custody without further incident.  Both suspects were advised of their rights in “Spanish” and waived them. One of the suspects stated he was doing a favor for a friend driving to New Mexico and the other stated they were headed to El Paso Texas then into Mexico across into Juarez Mexico. Both suspects were booked into the SB County Detention Center for PD 496 RSP. The vehicle was stored and undamaged.
On 11-28-07, within twenty-eight minutes of activation, a San Bernardino Sheriff’s Deputy (Victor Valley unit) traveling Northbound on the I-15 Freeway between Bear Valley Road and Palmdale Avenue, picked up the silent LoJack signal from the Victorville Sheriff’s stolen 1999 Honda Accord.  She initiated a broadcast of the LoJack hit, her location and signal direction. She exited the freeway at Palmdale Avenue and proceeded in a westbound direction toward Armagosa Road. Another deputy (Victorville City unit) responding to the area observed the stolen vehicle in a fast food restaurant parking lot. Two suspects, one female and one male were observed changing the license plates,  “cold plating” it with plates from another 1990 Honda. As the units deployed on the suspects the female fled on foot and was apprehended a short distance away. Both were arrested for Auto Theft and Possession of Stolen Property. Investigators from the County Auto Theft Taskforce (SANCATT) responded, assisting with interviews of both suspects, after stolen property was recovered in the stolen vehicle. It was determined that both were involved in a series of vehicle burglaries (and possibly other crimes, a modern day Bonnie and Clyde) and the case turned over to Victorville City Detectives. The undamaged vehicle was later returned to the victim. 
LoJack of RIVERSIDE COUNTY: 
On 11-02-07, Riverside PD Flight Officers flying “Air-1” acquired the silent LoJack signal from the Santa Ana PD stolen 1999 Nissan Sentra, while flying over the area of the eastbound 91 Freeway at Tyler Avenue. They initiated a broadcast of the activation, however the state stolen vehicle system was down. The area LoJack Law Enforcement Liaison was contacted and provided the stolen vehicle information. “Air-1” tracked and located the stolen vehicle on the 91 Freeway approaching the 60 Freeway. Responding ground units were directed to the area and conducted a vehicle stop as the suspect took the Spruce Street exit from the eastbound 60 Freeway. The suspect abandoned the vehicle and fled on foot. Responding Riverside PD units assisted by California Highway Patrol (Riverside Area) Officers apprehended the suspect, who was arrested for Auto Theft, Possession of Stolen Property and Resisting Arrest. The undamaged vehicle was later towed and stored.
On 11-10-07, Riverside Sheriff’s Deputies assigned to the Perris Station acquired the activation on the 1999 GMC Denali, which had been reported stolen to the Huntington Beach Police Department earlier in the day. They tracked and “isolated” the signal to a residence in the 23700 block of Marshall Road in the unincorporated area known as Good Hope. The vehicle was observed behind the rear fence of the residence, which deputies found unlocked and unoccupied. Also at the location were numerous other vehicles, one of which was another stolen GMC Denali and identification of a possible suspect. The County Auto Theft Taskforce (R.A.I.D.) Detail was notified and assumed the investigation. While at the location two possible suspects returned, one of which was eliminated as a suspect and the other arrested for Auto Theft and Possession of Stolen Property. This case is still under investigation by the RAID Taskforce.
LoJack of SAN DIEGO COUNTY: 
On 11-10-07, the victim was getting out of his 2007 Chrysler 300 at his home when he was approached by two individuals, one carrying a shotgun, who demanded his car keys and for him to get in the car. After a few minutes he was able to convince the crooks to leave in the car, but not to take him. He rushed into his house and called 911. An officer was in the area and responded within five minutes. The owner told the officer that he had LoJack installed on his car at which point the officer immediately called in the information to activate the LoJack system. Within ten minutes, San Diego Police Air ABLE was tracking the signal and directing ground units. During a short pursuit the driver struck a parked car and was taken into custody, however his accomplice fled on foot. The accomplice was located in a back yard, but committed suicide before he could be taken into custody. The registered owner of the stolen vehicle was brought to the scene and positively identified the driver as being the person that had car-jacked him. The suspect was arrested and booked for “Car-Jacking” and other related crimes. The vehicle was being held for processing before being returned to the owner.

On 11-16-07, an Escondido Police Officer was on Ash St. when he received the silent code of a stolen 1999 Honda Civic just three minutes after the vehicle was reported stolen. Within a few seconds a second officer also received the signal at El Norte Parkway and Center City Parkway. As he started to track the signal he observed the vehicle traverse the intersection. The officer activated his emergency lights and the driver pulled to the side of the road and stopped. Once the suspect was secured, the officers found that the car was being operated by use of a “shaved key”. During a pat down for weapons, the suspect was also found to be in possession of methamphetamines. The suspect was arrested and booked for auto theft, burglary tools and possession of a controlled substance. The vehicle was recovered without sustaining any damage.
LoJack of ORANGE COUNTY: 
On 11-25-07, within minutes of entry, an officer from the California Highway Patrol Westminster area picked up the silent LoJack signal of a stolen 1995 Lexus GS300. After obtaining the description, he began tracking the signal from the 450 Freeway and Golden West. He tracked the signal to a large mall parking lot and located the vehicle parked and occupied. He requested additional units for back up when the suspect began exiting the vehicle.  At this time, the officer detained him until assistance arrived, then arrested the suspect without further incident. The suspect was later booked on numerous felony charges with the assistance of Westminster PD officers.  

LoJack of VENTURA COUNTY:    

On 11-11-07, deputies from the Ventura County Sheriffs Department picked up a silent signal from the stolen 1994 Nissan Altima on their on-board LOJACK tracking computers during routine patrol duties.  The deputies began tracking the signal from Los Felix and Sky Line Drive. They then observed the vehicle traveling W/B in the 1700 block of Thousand Oaks Blvd. The deputies, along with additional units conducted a felony traffic stop. The suspect was taken into custody for 10851 VC (DWOC), and 459 PC (burglary) without incident. The suspect was involved in a residential burglary, were he took the victim’s purse containing the keys for another vehicle, (1998 Toyota Corolla) which the suspect had abandoned prior to stealing the LoJack equipped 1994 Nissan. The suspect is on parole, and was in possession of narcotics. Detectives from the Ventura County Sheriffs Department Thousand Oaks Station are handling this investigation. 
LoJack IMPERIAL COUNTY: LoJack SAN LUIS OBISPO COUNTY: LoJack of SANTA BARBARA COUNTY: No notable activities. 

MEXICO RECOVERIES: During the month of November 2007, there were 23 US LoJack equipped stolen vehicles recovered in Mexico.
